OR you can give birth to a 
baby and soon carry it on 

your hip.

You can sleep in a narrow bed 
or berth on a train, boat, or 

ship, 



You can bury or put under 
the ground - a seed and 

watch it grow… 
into a plant that yields a 

vegetable to chew.

You can eat a berry of red, 
blue, or black. They are really 

quite good for you.



The word “bite” means to 
sink one’s teeth into 

something, hopefully tasty 
like banana splits.

A byte is a unit of digital 
information made up of eight 

bits.



“Build” also means anything 
that can be constructed, like 
a house, or a bench that’s in 

your yard.

“Billed” can mean you’ve received a charge for something 
you bought using a credit card.

Ducks, geese, and swans are “billed.” 
It’s a Keratin covering for their upper and lower 

mandible.
It helps them to breath and catch food 

underwater -
until they’re really full.



Blair is a person’s name, in 
males or females it can be 

found, 

but to “blare” means a loud 
and unpleasant sound.



The sky was blue without a 
cloud, 

but then a storm blew in and 
made thunder that was VERY 

loud.



The boy was bored, 
meaning he didn’t know 

what to do. 

So, he built a box from a 
board to keep his gear 

from going askew.



A border is an outer edge, or 
boundary of anything like a 

lawn, a garden, a country, or 
a dress,

but a boarder is someone who 
pays to live with someone else 
at a particular home address.



a huge “boulder” or rock could 
fall from a 

Boulder, Colorado mountain 
peak.

Being “bolder” about your 
faith means not afraid to 

speak
 OR… 



but a burro is a wild donkey,

 and a burrow is a tunnel made 
by animals in the ground.

A borough is a word meaning 
some small towns all around,



OR a squirrel can fall from 
the bough of a tree – doing a 

tree climbing stunt.

You can take a bow for a 
performance on a great big 

cruise ship on its bow - 
meaning its front 



but bouillon is a soup made 
from meat bought dried or in 

containers or jars.

Bullion is gold or silver 
measured into bars, 



but you can “braise” some 
meat in fat and a small amount 
of liquid in a slow cooking pot 

where it stays.

When a donkey makes the 
sound of “hee-haw” they 

say it “brays,”



You can break a bone or 
break and shatter a glass or 
jar. You can make a cut or 
“break” in your skin, you can 
“break” the soil or turn it 
over so that planting can 
begin. You can “break” 

through a barrier or obstacle 
along your way, or you can 
take a “break” from a long 

exhausting day.

When you “brake” your car, 
it means you go slow or stop 

your car. 



You can have a breech birth, 
meaning buttocks first, or 

breeches or pants that come 
to the knee.

You can have a “breach” or 
leak in a hose or in 
computer security.

You can “breach” or break an 
agreement or law. 



but all kinds of “bread” can be 
made with flours and water 

and eaten with almost 
anything.

You can be “well bred,” 
meaning to have been raised 
to have good manners and 
behaviors. To be “bred” 

means to produce offspring, 



or you can be a member of a 
bridal party with a bride and 

groom and witnesses of 
course.

You can put a bridle on a 
horse, 



but people love to stop and 
“browse” in stores that 

advertise.

You have 2 hairy things 
called “brows,” that are 

above your eyes,



A bunt in baseball is just a tap on the ball lightly 
sending it into play, 

but sending the outfielders into a scurry, because 
they didn’t expect it that way.

A Bundt pan is made for 
cakes that have a hole in 

the middle.

A bunt in a fishing net is baggy.



The word “butt” means 
buttocks - the part of the 

body that helps you rest a bit 
and sit. 

Here we have some men for Sentence 
Construction - the word “but” can be a 
Coordinating Conjunction, meaning it joins 
together independent clauses, phrases, and words 
as its function. Some common words that are 
Coordinating Conjunctions are:  

F represents “for,” A is for “and,” N is for 
“nor,” B is for “but,” O is for “or,” Y is for 
“yet.” and S is for “so.”  That spells FANBOYS 
and now it’s easier to remember and know! “When 
given 2 choices the word “but” can take the place 
of the words “On the other hand.” “except for 
the fact,” “yet,” and “merely.” The word “but” is 
a useful word and I say that to you sincerely.



“Bye” means to say, “Goodbye” 
to someone who’s going afar. 

The word “buy” means to purchase, as 
in - “I want to buy a new car.” 

The word “by” can be used to answer questions in many 
ways: 

Who?  A lady who lived by a small town in Maine.

What? By a snowplow her mailbox was flattened.

        It broke the four by four post.

        The unexpected cost left quite a strain.

When? It was by night after her stomach was fattened. 

         She dreamt of sailing south by southeast to the               
Florida coasts.

Where? It was out by the road and across the lane. 

         Her hatches were battened.

How? Hit by a snowplow with snow 5 feet high at the    
most.
