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These are some additional vocabulary words you 
need to know to understand this book:

The word DIGRAPH has 2 parts: “di” meaning 2, 
and “graph” meaning written. A digraph means 
there are 2 written letters that make one 
spoken sound like: ch as in church, wh as in 
wheel, th as in thumb, and ph as in phone.

CONSONANT BLENDS are 2 or 3 letter sounds 
that can ALL be heard, but they blend together 
within a word like: bl as in black, cl as in clock, 
fr as in frog, and scr as in scrap.



Words that rhyme sound the same at 
the end.



It doesn’t matter how their spelled.
It’s the SOUND they send.



They create a beat, just like a drum.



It’s what SONGS are made of – it’s 
where RAP comes from.



Sometimes it’s called POETRY.
It’s all the same.

It’s making rhymes you see.



Now you look at “i-m-e” and you say,
 “What does it mean?”



“It doesn’t make sense. 
It’s not a word I’ve seen.”



Well, you’re right! 
The Ii is long, “Ii,” just like the name 

of the letter.



Then the consonant sound of Mm – 
“mmm.”



Then put the two together.



“Well, what about the Ee at the end?” is 
what you say.

It’s silent and doesn’t make a sound.
You just say it like “I’m” this way.



Right now, it’s a nonsense word –
 it’s a part of a rhyming word family.



Watch, add letters in front 
and it will change completely.



Let’s read this list and you’ll see!
Reading is fun when you use poetry!



Now add digraphs and blends to the 
front instead,

and you’ve got new words in your head.



Just when you thought it was over,
I can make COMPOUND words to make 

little words bigger.



Compound words use two words that can 
each stand alone,



…but when you put them together - they 
make bigger words known.









Go to the beginning of the list, start out 
slow, read with the beat.

Then go faster and turn up the heat.



Just think about all those words you 
learned today!
