Open your Bible and look at Genesis 1

“1 In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth. 2 The earth was
without form, and void; and darkness was!2! on the face of the deep. And the
Spirit of God was hovering over the face of the waters.

3Then God said, “Let there be light”; and there was light. * And God saw the light,
that it was good; and God divided the light from the darkness. > God called the
light Day, and the darkness He called Night. So the evening and the morning were
the first day.”(NKJV)

From the very beginning the same pattern of time keeping for a 24-hour day

existed:

Beginning of — Morning —— Ending of a
a Day and Day
Evening/ Daytime/ Evening/
Darkness Daylight Darkness

Since the first day of the week was created this way, all of the days of
the week were also created this way.



God’s SPIRITUAL light was always FIRST. A portion of
Genesis 1:2 reads “...darkness was!2l on the face of the
deep.” (NKJV) and then the Lord came on the scene
and created natural light and divided the light from

the darkness.

From the very FIRST day, the days ran from
darkness to darkness NOT from sunset to sunset.

WHY?

There was no sunset, because the sun had not
even been created yet.

The sun wasn't created until the 4" day — when
the Lord made the sun, moon, and stars.




In a cloudy sky, ancient man would not be able to determine
when sunset occurred, but he COULD tell when darkness
occurred even in a cloudy sky. Even today, the only way
mankind knows when sunset occurs is through scientific
intervention, but God did not intend that mankind would
need scientific intervention — He wanted mankind to rely on
HIM. He called the darkness “Night” and the light (meaning
daylight) he called “Day,” and then he called the whole
combination of the two “the first day.” (Gen 1: 5 NKJV),
meaning the first 24-hour day.




NEED FURTHER PROOF?




Nehemiah 13:19

19 So it was, at the gates of Jerusalem, as it
began to be dark before the Sabbath, that |
commanded the gates to be shut, and charged
that they must not be opened till after the
Sabbath. Then | posted some of my servants at
the gates, so that no burdens would be brought
in on the Sabbath day.”(NKJV)




Notice in that scripture that as it started to
become dark they shut the gates of Jerusalem so
that peddlers and merchants could not come in
to sell their wares and to do business. The
Sabbath was a day of rest from work. Darkness
was coming on and the sabbath would begin AT
darkness.



A man's cloak had to be returned before nightfall, because it
was his blanket.

Exodus 22:25-27 New King James Version

‘25 “If you lend money to any of My people who are poor
among you, you shall not be like a moneylender to him; you
shall not charge him interest. 2° If you ever take your
neighbor’s garment as a pledge, you shall return it to him
before the sun goes down.

Even after Christ's crucifixion and resurrection, the days were
STILL measured from darkness to darkness. | can prove it
through the NEW TESTAMENT. Paul says:

Ephesians 4:25-27 New King James Version

‘25 Therefore, putting away lying, “Let each one of you speak
truth with his neighbor,”l2l for we are members of one
another. 26 “Be angry, and do not sin”:[2] do not let the sun go
down on your wrath, 2’ nor give place to the devil.”(NKJV)

Sinful actions needed to be dealt with and
corrected within the SAME day that they
occurred. Every attempt should be made to
make sure an offense is not held to the next
day. This is STILL true today! REMEMBER
according to the Bible the days are STILL
measured from darkness to darkness NOT
midnight to midnight.




In order to better understand the scriptures, you have
to know MORE about ancient time keeping.

Darkness or cloudiness brought one method of time
keeping and a sunny day still another. At night, men
were assigned the task of keeping watch over the
people for their safety and protection. These time
periods were called “night watches” (Psalm 63: 6
NKJV) and it is how we got the word “watch” when
referring to a wristwatch for keeping time.



Water clocks, candles and oil lamps with marked increments, and sand/hour
glasses were used at night to determine the length of each night watch or the
hour of day on a cloudy day. (Higgins, Miner, Smith, Sullivan (2004), NIST -
National Institute of Standards and Technology, 2004)

In the Old Testament the night watches were divided into thirds: First/Beginning,
Middle, and Morning watch.

Psalm 63:5-7 New King James Version reads:

“> My soul shall be satisfied as with marrow and fatness,
And my mouth shall praise You with joyful lips.

®When | remember You on my bed,

| meditate on You in the night watches.

7Because You have been my help,

Therefore in the shadow of Your wings | will rejoice.”(NKJV)




FIRST/BEGINNING WATCH

Lamentations 2:18-19 New King James Version

“18 Their heart cried out to the Lord,

When watches were divided into fourths - a 12-hour period of NIGHT was
also adjusted for the seasons of the year. In the winter, nights are longer
and daylight is shorter. In the summer, nights are shorter and daylight is
longer. Each “watch” would contain 3 “hours” each, but they WERE NOT
60-minute hours. Ancient humankind used OTHER MEASURING
METHODS such as hour glasses and water clocks for THOSE hours as we
said before.




In modern time keeping, WE count the days
from midnight to midnight, but sometimes we
refer to the light as “daytime”, “daylight”, or
“during the day.” Our combination of day and
night — the whole 24-hour period is still called “a

day.”



When we compute time, we use a different standard of
measurement. We have a standard that sets a day as being
1,440 minutes long, no matter what time of the year it is. We
divide that number by the standard of a 60-minute hour and we
get a 24-hour day.

The hours on a sundial are different. They are based on a
standard measurement of 12.



On a sunny day in the ancient world, time was kept using obelisks and
sundials. A sundial measures time on a SUNNY day — during the daytime
hours only - the time the sun is up. The sun rises in the East and moves
to set in the West. The base of a sundial is circular and divided and
marked into 12 parts numbered with numerals which make a shadow
hour. A gnomon is in the center. At first a gnomon just consisted of a
stick stuck into the ground. Later, it became an angular shape attached

to a base which faced north creating greater accuracy. (Higgins et al.,
2004 NIST)

Here is a sundial and it has marked
increments or divisions and numerals
around the outside edge. It has a
gnomon in the center. | used a stick,
just like they did in ancient time. It’s
pronounced [“nomon,” the “g” is
silent,] but it’s spelled g-n-o-m-o-n
like this: gnomon. When the sun
would shine down on the gnomon,
then it would cast a shadow and here
we see a shadow in gray. Sometimes it gnomon
would land in between the marked
divisions, sometimes on the line, and
in this case, it’s on the 2.




Remember, the sun rises in the east and moves throughout the day until
it sets in the west. Throughout the day, as the sun changes position in
the sky it hits the gnomon and casts a shadow onto the marked divisions
on the base which represent shadow hours. The length of a shadow
hour is different than our 60-minute hours today, because shadow
hours are based on sunlight alone. The length of the sun’s shadow hours
change with the seasons. In summer, the sun’s shadow hours are long.
In winter, the sun’s shadow hours are short. (Higgins et al., 2004 NIST)




Sun Hours on a Sundial in Summer

Let’s suppose it’s the first day of Summer -
the longest day of the year.

Let’s use as an example a 5:25 a.m. sunrise
and an 8:30 p.m. sunset on a sundial.

That means there were 905 minutes of
sunlight on a sundial that day. We’re using
our mathematical concepts to figure this
out, but remember, ancient man didn’t
know how many seconds were in a minute,
etc. Everything was approximate.
Remember, the sun hours on a sundial
would have been divided by 12 for the
number of divisions on the sundial. 905
minutes of sunlight divided by twelve
equals a sun hour that is 75.42 minutes
long.

Sun Hours on a Sundial in Winter

Let’s suppose it’s the first day of Winter — the
shortest day of the year.

Let’s use as an example a 7:16 a.m. sunrise and a
4:31 p.m. sunset on a sundial.

That means there were 555 minutes of sunlight
on a sundial that day.

The sun hours on the sun dial on the first day of
Winter would also have been divided by 12 for
the number of divisions on the sundial. 555
minutes of sunlight divided by twelve equals a
sun hour that is 46.25 minutes long. So you can
see, the sun hours are longer in summer than in
the winter on a sundial.



Proof can be found in the Bible of sun dials being used:

2 Kings 20:8-11 New King James Version (NKJV)

“8 And Hezekiah said to Isaiah, “What is the sign that the Lorp will heal me, and that | shall go up to the house
of the LoRrD the third day?”

9 Then lIsaiah said, “This is the sign to you from the Lorp, that the Lorp will do the thing which He has
spoken: shall the shadow go forward ten degrees or go backward ten degrees?”

“10 And Hezekiah answered, “It is an easy thing for the shadow to go down ten degrees; no, but let the shadow
go backward ten degrees.”

1150 Isaiah the prophet cried out to the LorD, and He brought the shadow ten degrees backward, by which it
had gone down on the sundial of Ahaz.”(NKJV)

Isaiah 38:7-8 New King James Version (NKJV) reads:

“7 And this is the sign to you from the LoRrD, that the LorD will do this thing which He has spoken: 2 “Behold, |
will bring the shadow on the sundial, which has gone down with the sun on the sundial of Ahaz, ten degrees
backward.” So the sun returned ten degrees on the dial by which it had gone down.”(NKJV)



So, when the Bible says this in....
John 11:8-10 New International Version

“8 “But Rabbi,” they said, “a short while ago the Jews there tried to stone you, and yet you
are going back?”

9 Jesus answered, “Are there not twelve hours of daylight? Anyone who walks in the
daytime will not stumble, for they see by this world’s light.1°It is when a person walks at
night that they stumble, for they have no light.” (NIV)

Christ was speaking about the sun on a SUNDIAL. He was talking about DAYLIGHT - NOT A
24-HOUR DAY. A 24-hour day consists of day + night.

The Apostles did not yet fully understand what God was doing.

The Jews did not crucify Christ - essentially, Father God orchestrated His own Son’s death
to bring about the salvation of His people and to bring the promised Messiah. Had
mankind not sinned — no sacrifice would have been necessary.



Twelve sun hours began once the sun was up. They were counted off by using ordinal numbers,
first hour, second hour, third hour, etc. and they were approximate, so in the Bible the word
“about” is used when mentioning an hour.

7th day of the week - To the Jews this was called the
“Sabbath” prior to and after the crucifixion of Christ.
AFTER Christ’s Resurrection this is just the 7t day of
the week for Christians.

NKJV)

It is ironic, that based on the International Standard ISO 8601, Monday is the first day of the work
week, making the Lord’s Day the 7" day of the week — Saturday dark to Sunday dark. (V. Hocken,
2019)

Only in the U.S., Canada, and Japan does Monday appear on the calendar as the second day of the
week. Yet, all three of those countries and their government offices also operate on a Monday —
Friday schedule, which means the Lord’s Day STILL would be the 7t" day of the week.

What would be the GREATER DAY to celebrate than the day Christ was RISEN, and was the first fruit
offering to the Father, because without THAT DAY we would not be risen with HIM and have
ETERNAL REST with HIM in heaven. 50 days later, ON THE SAME DAY at Pentecost we received the
gift of the Baptism of the Holy Spirit!

IT WAS GOD WHO CHANGED ITS NAME AND MOVED IT!

Why would God do this?

Thinking |
wanted to satisfy God, | even went to such lengths that | rented an apartment that had the electrical box in it.
Every Sabbath | would flick the switch off. This was fine for warm weather, but | can tell you that come winter, |
was FREEZING! There also is another issue. If the pipes in your house are not kept at about 60 degrees or higher
— they will burst. Thank God, there was a tenant living beneath me that DID NOT turn off their heat! The
Sabbath is supposed to be a time of joy and celebration, not agony! | also was aware that once Christ was risen,
that God wanted everyone all over the WORLD to celebrate the Lord’s DAY and it would include house
churches that were in cold climates which would require warmth!

What about during natural disasters? Are churches and ministries supposed to ignore a neighbor’s need
because of Sabbath keeping? NO! Christians are supposed to be good neighbors and buying a tarp to cover a
neighbor’s roof and providing food, shelter, and clothing may be required on the Lord’s Day, because what we
do for others — WE DO FOR HIM! (Matthew 25: 31- 41)

| am grateful that the Lord Released me from this deception!



So the question is, “Can you work and make money on the Lord’s Day?”

ANSWER: You can! Why, because people need to spread the gospel all over the world. They need to
stay in hotels and motels. They need transportation to get there. They need food. They need warmth
in winter! People who work for Gas and Electric companies share the load on a rotational basis for on-
call work on weekends in the event of an emergency. This is something that is a service to others.

The same is true for Police men/women, Fire men/women, plumbers when a pipe bursts, electricians
when a furnace breaks, hotel keepers, storekeepers during times of emergencies.

As the populations all over the world grew, Christ KNEW all of the people would need to work and
working shifts would be necessary. He said in Mark 2: 27 - 28:

“27 Then Jesus said to them, “The Sabbath was made to meet the needs of people, and not people to
meet the requirements of the Sabbath. 28 So the Son of Man is Lord, even over the Sabbath!”” (NLT)

God knows that everyone would need a time of rest from regular work for good mental and physical
health, so as long as you can set aside ONE DAY that you have off to spend time with the Lord and to
rest — you will be okay. Many churches have mid-week services. Sometimes it means sharing the
weekends and being willing to rotate in for duty as needed. If you want to make sure you have off
from Saturday dark to Sunday at dark then choose your job accordingly. Start your own business and
arrange your own schedule.

God’s Word says the beginning of the sacred new year
begins with the month Abib [Aveeve] in the Spring
NOT in the Fall as has been taught incorrectly. On the
fourteenth day of the month Abib [Aveeve] the Lord
took the Hebrew people out of bondage to Pharaoh.

Christ also takes all mankind who will believe in Him -
out of bondage to Satan through Christ's death at
Passover, His Entombment, His Resurrection, and
through the baptism of the Holy Spirit at Pentecost.



Some people have believed the lie that this calendar was changed when the
Israelites were taken into captivity.

In Ezekiel 40:1 New King James Version it states:

“40 In the twenty-fifth year of our captivity, at the beginning of the year, on the
tenth day of the month, in the fourteenth year after the city was !?lcaptured, on
the very same day the hand of the LOrRD was upon me; and He took me there.”
(NKJV)

You see, the Israelites WERE in captivity and it was the beginning of the year in
the Spring NOT in the Fall of the year. You will see by the next scripture that they
were instructed to observe the Passover, which we have already studied occurs
in the first month of the year Abib [Aveeve], in the Spring NOT in the Fall. When
we studied the months of the year, we DID see a reference for the name of the
first month as “Nisan” (NKJV), but the SAME schedule was still being kept
regardless of that fact. The beginning of the year was in the Spring.

In Ezekiel 45: 21 the Israelites were STILL in captivity, and it STILL says the beginning of the Biblical year is in
the SPRING NOT in the Fall as has been taught incorrectly. What are they celebrating? Passover, which I've
already proven to you through the calendar (and will prove further through Exodus 12: 1 - 11 and
Dheultlergnomy 16: 1) occurs in the SPRING in the first month of the year “Abib” (NKJV) pronounced [Aveeve] in
the Hebrew.

Ezekiel 45: 21 New King James Version reads:

"21 “In the first month, on the fourteenth day of the month, you shall observe the Passover, a feast of seven
days; unleavened bread shall be eaten.” (NKJV)

What were the original instructions?

Deuteronomy 16:1 New King James Version

“16 “Observe the month of Abib, and keep the Passover to the LORD your God, for in the month of Abib
the LorD your God brought you out of Egypt by night.” (NKJV)

The Israelites WERE celebrating the Passover at the correct TIME OF THE YEAR in the captivity, BUT they were
STILL DISOBEYING IN ANOTHER WAY. Notice what Ezekiel says, “you shall observe the Passover, a feast of
seven days; unleavened bread shall be eaten.”" (NKJV)

Those WERE NOT the requirements for the Feast of Passover and the Feast of Unleavened Bread. Originally,
they were 2 SEPARATE DISTINCT FEASTS — COMBINED THEY LASTED 8 DAYS not 7.

THE PROPHECIES OF CHRIST’S COMING!

Here | have placed many of them together, but
other prophesies are interwoven throughout

this ENTIRE lesson from beginning to end as they
apply to the events that take place.



Shown on the next slide are the genealogies of the HUMAN adoptive lines of the Lord Jesus Christ. Joseph, Christ’s
adoptive father’s line is on the left and Mary, Christ’s surrogate mother’s line is found on the right.

Joseph’s genealogical line found in Matthew 1: 1-16 is only recorded from Abraham forward to Joseph (Christ’s
adoptive father) which then extends to the Christ through adoption.

Mary’s genealogical line found in Luke 3: 23 — 38 is flipped. It begins with the Christ through adoption and then flows
backwards to Joseph (Mary’s husband) and continues all the way back to Adam. I’ll answer the question as to why
Joseph (Mary’s husband) shows on Mary’s side of the genealogy on the next few slides.

Specific prophesies in the OLD TESTAMENT that the Christ would come from the tribe of Judah, are found in Isaiah
11:12-16, Jeremiah 23: 1-6, Jeremiah 33: 14-16, Micah 5:2, and Malachi 3:1-5. You can see in BOTH genealogies the
line of Judah is highlighted in yellow.

MANY PROPHESIES FROM THE OLD TESTAMENT ARE ALSO INCLUDED THROUGHOUT THIS STUDY THAT ARE ALSO
CONFIRMED IN THE NEW TESTAMENT THAT PROVE THAT CHRIST IS THE MESSIAH!

In addition to Judah, BOTH genealogies also have some OTHER shared family lines which are highlighted in green. For
example, the lines from Abraham to King David.

After king David there is a split in the family lines. Joseph’s line follows Solomon - one son of king David (highlighted
in gray).

Mary’s line follows Nathan - another son of king David _

The lines stay separated for a while and then intersect again at Shealtiel and Zerubbabel. Then they separate again,
and come together once again with Joseph, Christ’s adoptive father.

I will prove to you through the prophecies contained throughout the Old Testament and confirmed in the New
Testament that Christ IS the promised Messiah and that HE WAS BORN IN THE SPRING!

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YOU MIGHT ASK: WHY DOES JOSEPH (MARY’S HUSBAND) ALSO SHOW IN MARY’S GENEALOGY IN LUKE 3: 21-38?

Both the Virgin Mary and Joseph had fathers in the family line of Judah, but Mary had no brothers through which the family line and
inheritance could be carried. In those days it was always carried through the male line. Proof is shown in John 19:25 — that Mary only
had one sister. Mary was required to marry within the line of Judah so that the inheritance would remain in the line of Judah.

John 19:25 English Standard Version

“25 put standing by the cross of Jesus were his mother and his mother's sister, Mary the wife of Clopas, and Mary Magdalene.” (ESV)

God had dealt with this issue involving women inheriting property before. A precedent was set involving Zelophehad’s daughters in
the Old Testament. Their request before God is in Numbers 27:1-11. (The “Joseph” referred to in the scripture below is the son of
Jacob)

Numbers 27:1-11 English Standard Version

“27 Then drew near the daughters of Zelophehad the son of Hepher, son of Gilead, son of Machir, son of Manasseh, from the clans of
Manasseh the son of Joseph. The names of his daughters were: Mahlah, Noah, Hoglah, Milcah, and Tirzah. 2And they stood before
Moses and before Eleazar the priest and before the chiefs and all the congregation, at the entrance of the tent of meeting,
saying, 3 “Our father died in the wilderness. He was not among the company of those who gathered themselves together against
the LORD in the company of Korah, but died for his own sin. And he had no sons. # Why should the name of our father be taken away
from his clan because he had no son? Give to us a possession among our father's brothers.”

>Moses brought their case before the LORD. ¢ And the LORD said to Moses, 7 “The daughters of Zelophehad are right. You shall give
them possession of an inheritance among their father's brothers and transfer the inheritance of their father to them. 8 And you shall
speak to the people of Israel, saying, ‘If a man dies and has no son, then you shall transfer his inheritance to his daughter. ° And if he
has no daughter, then you shall give his inheritance to his brothers.

God’s commands were more specifically outlined regarding these inheritance exceptions in Numbers 36: 1 — 13. (The “Joseph” referred
to in the scripture below is the son of Jacob)

Numbers 36: 1 - 13 English Standard Version

“36 The heads of the fathers' houses of the clan of the people of Gilead the son of Machir, son of Manasseh, from the clans of the
people of Joseph, came near and spoke before Moses and before the chiefs, the heads of the fathers' houses of the people of
Israel. 2 They said, “The LoRb commanded my lord to give the land for inheritance by lot to the people of Israel, and my lord was
commanded by the LORD to give the inheritance of Zelophehad our brother to his daughters. 3But if they are married to any of the
sons of the other tribes of the people of Israel, then their inheritance will be taken from the inheritance of our fathers and added to
the inheritance of the tribe into which they marry. So it will be taken away from the lot of our inheritance.  And when the jubilee of
the people of Israel comes, then their inheritance will be added to the inheritance of the tribe into which they marry, and their
inheritance will be taken from the inheritance of the tribe of our fathers.”

> And Moses commanded the people of Israel according to the word of the LorD, saying, “The tribe of the people of Joseph is
right. 6 This is what the LORb commands concerning the daughters of Zelophehad: ‘Let them marry whom they think best, only they
shall marry within the clan of the tribe of their father. ? The inheritance of the people of Israel shall not be transferred from one tribe
to another, for every one of the people of Israel shall hold on to the inheritance of the tribe of his fathers. 8 And every daughter who
possesses an inheritance in any tribe of the people of Israel shall be wife to one of the clan of the tribe of her father, so that every one
of the people of Israel may possess the inheritance of his fathers. ° So no inheritance shall be transferred from one tribe to another, for
each of the tribes of the people of Israel shall hold on to its own inheritance.””

10The daughters of Zelophehad did as the LoRb commanded Moses, ! for Mahlah, Tirzah, Hoglah, Milcah, and Noah, the daughters of
Zelophehad, were married to sons of their father's brothers. 12 They were married into the clans of the people of Manasseh the son of
Joseph, and their inheritance remained in the tribe of their father's clan.

13These are the commandments and the rules that the LorRb commanded through Moses to the people of Israel in the plains of Moab
by the Jordan at Jericho.” (ESV)



God’s orders were implemented regarding the inheritance in the book of Joshua. (The “Joseph” referred to in the
scripture below is the son of Jacob)

Joshua 17:1-6 English Standard Version

“17 Then allotment was made to the people of Manasseh, for he was the firstborn of Joseph. To Machir the firstborn
of Manasseh, the father of Gilead, were allotted Gilead and Bashan, because he was a man of war. 2 And allotments
were made to the rest of the people of Manasseh by their clans, Abiezer, Helek, Asriel, Shechem, Hepher, and
Shemida. These were the male descendants of Manasseh the son of Joseph, by their clans.

3 Now Zelophehad the son of Hepher, son of Gilead, son of Machir, son of Manasseh, had no sons, but only daughters,
and these are the names of his daughters: Mahlah, Noah, Hoglah, Milcah, and Tirzah. ¢ They approached Eleazar the
priest and Joshua the son of Nun and the leaders and said, “The LORD commanded Moses to give us an inheritance
along with our brothers.” So according to the mouth of the LorD he gave them an inheritance among the brothers of
their father. > Thus there fell to Manasseh ten portions, besides the land of Gilead and Bashan, which is on the other
side of the Jordan, ¢ because the daughters of Manasseh received an inheritance along with his sons. The land of
Gilead was allotted to the rest of the people of Manasseh.” (ESV)



Christ is in the line of Adam through adoption.

Luke 3: 38 New International Version

the son of Seth, the son of Adam,
the son of God.”

That is from the genealogies.

Christ has a direct genealogical line back to Adam through adoption. In the book of Genesis, God created the
first man - Adam and in 1 Corinthians 15: 45 it also refers to Christ as the “last Adam.” (1 Corinthians 15:45
NKJV)

- a person dies to their own self and is risen a new creation in Christ Jesus! The criminal who was dying on the cross next to Christ, acknowledged his sin
and acknowledged that he was being justly punished.

Christ WAS NOT born in winter; He was born in the
Spring to fulfill Bible prophecies.



These prophetic warnings given by Christ HIMSELF indicate that winter weather

would play a part in hardship when traveling.

Matthew 24:19-21 King James Version

“13 And woe unto them that are with child, and to them that give suck in those days!
20 But pray ye that your flight be not in the winter, neither on the sabbath day:
21 For then shall be great tribulation, such as was not since the beginning of the

What WERE the sins of Manasseh that caused this to happen?
The answer: The shedding of innocent blood and idolatry!

2 Kings 24: 3 - 4 (New International Version)

Israel is in the Northern hemisphere just as the United States is.
Spring arrives at the same time in the Northern Hemisphere no
matter where you are in the world.

I’'ve seen explanations comparing Israel to the State of Texas trying to
use it as an explanation as to WHY a winter birth for Christ was still
possible. It IS NOT possible because, — the topography of Israel is
DIFFERENT from Texas.

The people of Israel WERE called for an emergency meeting once in the middle of the winter rainy
season and the people WERE NOT HAPPY.

%r Il)ecember. The men were being corrected, because they had chosen foreign wives who were
idolaters.

It is colder requiring a stove to provide warmth:

Jeremiah 36:22 Young’s Literal Translation

“22 and the king is sitting in the winter-house, in the ninth month, and the
stove before him is burning,” (YLT)

Remember, the beginning of the year in the month Abib is in about March or April, so the
ninth month in the preceding scripture is in about November or December.

The scripture below makes reference to the rains of winter having passed.

Song of Solomon 2:10-11 King James Version

“10 My beloved spake, and said unto me, Rise up, my love, my fair one, and come away.

11For, lo, the winter is past, the rain is over and gone;” (KJV)



The Apostle Paul makes several references to seeking refuge and
staying in one place in winter. He was in Greece when these
statements were made, but the temperatures and climate are very
similar. The temperatures in Jerusalem, Israel and Corinth, Greece
during the month of November have a range of about 54 — 68
degrees, in December about 43 — 54 degrees, in January about 42 - 53
degrees, in February about 42 — 54 degrees. In Crete, Greece it is
slightly warmer with lows and highs about 10 degrees higher than
Jerusalem. Precipitation in Corinth and Crete, Greece is slightly higher
than that of Jerusalem, Israel. (Weatherspark.com, 2021)



During this voyage by ship, Paul and the whole crew were put at risk

during the winter monthes.

Acts 27:7-12 English Standard Version

“7We sailed slowly for a number of days and arrived with difficulty off Cnidus, and as the wind did
not allow us to go farther, we sailed under the lee of Crete off Salmone. & Coasting along it with
difficulty, we came to a place called Fair Havens, near which was the city of Lasea.

9Since much time had passed, and the voyage was now dangerous because even the Fastlz! was
already over, Paul advised them, 1°saying, “Sirs, | perceive that the voyage will be with injury and
much loss, not only of the cargo and the ship, but also of our lives.” 1! But the centurion paid more
attention to the pilot and to the owner of the ship than to what Paul said. 12 And because the
harbor was not suitable to spend the winter in, the majority decided to put out to sea from there,
on the chance that somehow they could reach Phoenix, a harbor of Crete, facing both southwest
and northwest, and spend the winter there.” (ESV)

The “Fast” (ESV) that Paul is making reference to is for the Day of Atonement which was on the
10t day of the 7t month. (Lev. 16:29) This would have been approximately in Sept. or October in
our present day time. Notice, he says that the time has “passed” (ESV) meaninE it has already
occurred, so it is LATER THAN September or October at the time of these events taking place.

When the angel Gabriel, spoke to Mary, His spoken words from GOD created the Christ within Mary’s womb
and notice she came into agreement with God. Once the angel leaves, Mary prepares and leaves to visit her
relative Elizabeth. Luke 1:39 says, she “hurried to a town in the hill country of Judea,” (Luke 1:39, NIV) This
would be a trek of approximately 99 miles which Mary would have made on a camel with a caravan and
probably arrived within 3 or 4 days-time. Once Mary arrives at Elizabeth’s home, Elizabeth knows
immediately that Mary is carrying the Savior of the world without having had any advanced contact with one
another. The 6" month is about Sept. It was still warm and dry enough for Mary to come to see Elizabeth
and she stays - the scriptures say: “about 3 months.” (Luke 1:56 NIV) This means Mary would be with
Elizabeth up until just before Elizabeth gives birth, because winter will be coming. Remember, Elizabeth is an
older person and may have needed assistance in the home.

Mary is able to leave to go home before winter sets in. The ninth month will be winter and the 10, 11t", and
12th months will also be winter. It will be cold and rainy. We’ve already read scriptures in Ezra 10: verses 7 -
14 where the people were called to a meeting in the pouring down rain and they were cold and didn’t like it.
We read in the book of Jeremiah 36:22, how the king was sitting in his “winter-house” in front of a fire. (YLT)
Remember, there were no glass windows. The people would hang a rug or blanket over the windows to
provide warmth. We read numerous other scriptures that PROVE that people stayed inside during the winter
months. Mary is ALSO home during those winter months during part of her pregnancy. Remember, she is
betrothed to Joseph when this baby is conceived by the Holy Spirit. God reveals to Elizabeth that Mary is
carrying the Messiah, but there is no evidence in scripture, that this has been divulged to Mary’s or Joseph’s
family members, other than Elizabeth and Zachariah. So, during part of her pregnancy where she will be
showing at a greater rate - Mary will be inside for winter, she will have layers of heavier clothes on that will
probably hide the fact that she’s pregnant to everyone else, and she will not suffer persecution and gossip
from other people, because she has been given this Godly assignment. It was God’s divine protection!
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Just as Spring arrives, God steps in to protect them again when they are called to go from Nazareth to Bethlehem,
Judea for a census. Would they have traveled on a donkey? Probably not, donkeys are great pack animals, but are
too unpredictable for riding for 99 miles. A camel could get them where they needed to go within approximately 3
or 4 days, provide milk, and even fur for bedding. (Herbison, L. & Frame, G. W. 2022,) We’ve already discussed the

advantages of going by a camel caravan to this region, because it would have been faster, but as you will learn later
there were other reasons.

Everyone thinks staying in that stable under the main inn was a terrible thing but actually, when so many people
would be in town for events like the census event, people would be sleeping in courtyards or even in the streets, so
in comparison Mary and Joseph’s accommodations don’t seem so bad. One would think that maybe Zachariah and
Elizabeth would have been involved in helping them, but no mention is made of them or any other family member
even attending the circumcision or consecration of the Christ. God ALWAYS makes a way though doesn’t He?

Maybe the inn keeper gave them a free stay?

Maybe Mary and Joseph had advanced knowledge from the Lord about His provision from the Magi and were able
to make a deal to put off paying until the Magi show up - just in time - at the end of Mary’s cleansing period and
provide the money?

We may never know exactly — but THIS we DO KNOW - God is faithful!

John the Baptist’s conception MUST be in the month Abib (Aveeve) for Elizabeth’s 6 Month of pregnancy to also be
in the 6" month of the year according to the scriptures. Christ’s conception MUST be in the 6" month of the year
for the prophecies of a Spring birth to be fulfilled in the month Ziv.
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LET’S ADD SOME DETAILS EVERYONE NEEDS TO KNOW!



This scripture and the next is referring to John the Baptist having proclaimed the coming Messiah

Throughout the Old and New Testament, God has been called by many names. In the Book of Genesis (The Old

to earth as the king of “Salem” which means “peace”. (Strong’s H8004, BLB.org) This is not a place, but instead a state of

being. That state of being is embodied in and exudes from Father God, the Lord Jesus Christ, and the Holy Spirit.

“Sedek” (NASB) means:

“Sedek” or “sedeq” pronounced tsaid-dek in the Hebrew (Strongs, H6664,BLB.org) means:
“I. justice, rightness, righteousness” (Strong’s H6664, BLB.org)

That means “Melchizedek” (NASB) means: my king is “justice, rightness, righteousness” (Strong’s H6664,
BLB.org)



Genesis 14:17-20 New International Version

“17 After Abram returned from defeating Kedorlaomer and the kings allied with him, the king of
Sodom came out to meet him in the Valley of Shaveh (that is, the King’s Valley).

182 Then Melchizedek king of Salem brought out bread and wine. He was priest of God Most
High, 1° and he blessed Abram, saying,

“Blessed be Abram by God Most High,

Creator of heaven and earth.
20 And praise be to God Most High,

who delivered your enemies into your hand.”
Then Abram gave him a tenth of everything.” (NIV)

Strong’s H3196 defines the word “wine” (NIV) in that scripture as a “common drink, for refreshment” (Strong’s
H3196, BLB.org) and DOES NOT INCLUDE IT IN THE SAME DEFINITION AS INTOXICATING DRINK. CHRIST DID NOT
DRINK ALCOHOLIC WINE!

This sighting was prophetic for the fact that Christ would later come to earth again as the Most-High Priest of God
Most High, the Prince of Peace, and that He would reign with “justice,” “rightness,” and “righteousness” (Strong’s
H6664, BLB.org)



LATER, God wrote this Psalm through King David to prophetically confirm Christ’s COMING AGAIN AND HIS
FUTURE PURPOSE IN COMING! There is only one I:erson who sits at the right hand of God and “will judge
among the nations.” (NASB) IT IS the Lord Jesus Christ!

26 For it was fitting for us to have such a high priest, holy, innocent, undefiled, separated from sinners, and exalted
above the heavens; 2 who has no daily need, like those high priests, to offer up sacrifices, first for His own sins and
then for the sins of the people, because He did this once for all time when He offered up Himself. 22 For the Law
appoints men as high priests who are weak, but the word of the oath, which came after the Law, appoints a Son,
who has been made perfect forever.” (NASB)
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To understand the scripture below, one must know the Biblical definition of “without
genealogy.” (NASB)

Hebrews 7:3 New American Standard Bible says:

“Without father, without mother, without genealogy, having neither beginning of days nor end of life, but
made like the Son of God, he remains a priest perpetually.” (NASB)

The words “without genealogy” (NASB) are important here. They mean:

“agenealogétos” pronounced again-ee-ah-log-ah-tos in the Greek (Strong’s, G35, BLB.org)

“l. one whose descent there is no record of, without genealogy” (Strong’s, G35, BLB.org)

We know that the Bible itself has contained many genealogical records of people from Adam and Eve and
forward through to the Christ. Christ had no HUMAN GENEALOGY. He only had an ADOPTIVE ONE.



We know that even as early as the Book of Numbers that the people had to register
their families, so that additional written records were also kept.

Numbers 1:17-19 New American Standard Bible

“17S0 Moses and Aaron took these men who had been designated by name, 8 and
they assembled all the congregation on the first day of the second month. Then they
registered by ancestry in their families, by their fathers’ households, according to the

This is
exactly what Christ would drink, because He was without leaven which is equated with being without sin.




LATER, AFTER ABRAHAM HAS HIS CHRIST ENCOUNTER IN GENESIS 14:17-20 (WHICH I’'VE ALREADY SHOWN,) GOD WROTE PSALM 110 THROUGH KING
DAVID TO PROPHETICALLY CONFIRM CHRIST’S FUTURE PURPOSE IN THE NEW TESTAMENT!

There is only one person who sits at the right hand of God and “will judge among the nations.” (NASB) IT IS the Lord Jesus Christ! According to Psalm
110:4-5 which reads: “ The Lorp has sworn and will not [elchange His mind, “You are a priest forever According to the order of Melchizedek.” 5 The Lord
is at Your right hand;” (NASB) CHRIST MEETS THIS CRITERIA! HE IS in the order of Melchizedek according to Hebrews 7:17 (NASB).

According to Matthew 22:44, Acts 2: 33, Acts 5:31 in the New Testament — there is only ONE PERSON who is seated at the right hand of God the Father
and that is Christ! Acts 5: 31 reads: “31 He is the one whom God exalted [2lto His right hand as a [2IPrince and a Savior, to grant repentance to Israel, and
forgiveness of sins.” (NASB) THE ONLY SAVIOR THERE IS - IS CHRIST HIMSELF!

It says in Hebrews 7: 3 that Melchizedek is: “3 Without father, without mother, without genealogy, having neither beginning of days nor end of life, but
made like the Son of God, he remains a priest perpetually.” (NASB)

When Christ came to earth as a human being IN THE NEW TESTAMENT, He was conceived by the Holy Spirit. Neither Mary’s egg nor Joseph’s seed
conceived the Christ. As a result, Christ IS WITHOUT a human conception mother, a human conception father, and without a natural human conception
genealogy. Christ’s actual creation in a SPIRITUAL sense is taught in Proverbs 8: 1-36 where He says in Proverbs 8:23, “l was formed long ages ago, at the
very beginning, when the world came to be.” (NIV) He came to earth as a human being temporarily, He fulfilled what He was called to do here on earth,
but His life is everlasting. His spiritual birth would not have been recorded in a governmental sense, and He lives eternally, so there is no death to
record.

NO ONE has a priesthood without end - EXCEPT CHRIST HIMSELF. Father God, Lord Jesus Christ, and the Holy Spirit — the BLESSED TRINITY are the ONLY
ONES who are TRULY just and righteous, and Christ IS the Prince of Peace. SO, CHRIST MEETS THE REQUIREMENTS GIVEN IN Hebrews 7:3 and in Psalm
110:4 -5.

NO ONE IS “like the Son of God” (NASB) — EXCEPT Father God, the Lord Jesus Christ, and the Holy Spirit WHO ARE EQUAL TO EACH OTHER.
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Christ is an adopted Son of His GOD ASSIGNED adoptive parents Joseph and Mary. Neither Mary’s egg nor Joseph’s sperm produced the Christ. Christ
was conceived by the Holy Spirit and Mary served as a GOD ASSIGNED SURROGATE MOTHER. Today, every person who is adopted also adopts a blood
line, because they take the last name of that family and are raised and loved by that family. During Christ’s time — people belonged to tribes instead, and
we know that the PATRIARCH, Christ’s adopted father Joseph, came from the tribe of Judah as had been prophesied. Christ HAD to be adopted into a
human genealogical line, so that WE could be adopted into the Kingdom of God as sons and daughters.

The word “Lord” is not a name it is a title meaning: “supreme in authority.” (Strong’s, G2962, BLB.org) “Christ” IS NOT a last name it is a title. The word
“Christ” means:

“christos” (G5547, BLB.org) pronounced Chris-toss means:

“I. Christ = "anointed"
1. Christ was [and is]* the Messiah, the Son of God” (Strong’s, G5547, BLB.org)

The word “Messiah” in the Old Testament in the Hebrew means “anointed” as well. (Strong’s, H4899,BLB.org)

When Christ said in Luke 4:18 — 19: “18 “The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, because he has anointed me to proclaim good news to the poor. He has sent
me to proclaim liberty to the captives and recovering of sight to the blind, to set at liberty those who are oppressed,'°to proclaim the year of the Lord’s
favor.” (ESV)

That word “anointed” meant: “ 1. consecrating Jesus to the Messianic office, and furnishing him with the necessary powers for its Administration”
(Strong’s, G5548,BLB.org)

Galatians 4:3-5 “3 Even so we, when we were children, were in bondage under the elements of the world. 4 But when the fullness of the time
had come, God sent forth His Son, born!2! of a woman, born under the law, > to redeem those who were under the law, that we might receive

the adoption as sons.” (NKJV)
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Both Elizabeth and Zechariah were from the PATRIARCHAL lines of Aaron. The line of Aaron was God’s priestly line in the Old Testament — the line
called the Levitical priesthood, meaning coming from the family line of Levi. Mary was related to Elizabeth and we will cover that shortly.

Luke 1: 5 -7 New International Version
“5 In the time of Herod king of Judea there was a priest named Zechariah, who belonged to the priestly division of Abijah; his wife Elizabeth was also a

descendant of Aaron. ® Both of them were righteous in the sight of God, observing all the Lord’s commands and decrees blamelessly. 7 But they were
childless because Elizabeth was not able to conceive, and they were both very old.” (NIV)

The angel Gabriel made the statement shown below to Mary. It proves that Elizabeth and Mary were related.
Luke 1:36-37 New International Version

“36 Even Elizabeth your relative is going to have a child in her old age, and she who was said to be unable to conceive is in her sixth month. 37 For no
word from God will ever fail.”” (NIV)

HOW ARE MARY AND ELIZABETH RELATED THEN?

First of all, the genealogies of the people during this time were RECORDED THROUGH THE PATRIARCHAL LINE (MEANING THE FATHER’S LINE) NOT
THE MOTHER. In Matthew 1: 1-16, Joseph’s family line is recorded, but DOES mention only certain women.

The scripture in Luke 1:5-7 tells us that the PATRIARCHAL line, (meaning the Father’s line) of ELIZABETH, was through the line of AARON.

We've already studied how Mary had only one sister - proven in John 19:25. We’ve also previously studied how in Mary’s genealogy shown in Luke 3:
23-38, that Mary, having come from the tribe of Judah herself with no brothers, was required to marry a person in the line of Judah as well. This was
to continue the PATRIARCHAL genealogical line and ensure that the inheritance would remain in the tribe of Judah. (Numbers 27:1-11, Numbers 36:1-
13, Joshua 17:1-6.) This is why Joseph’s name is shown on Mary’s genealogy.

Mary and Elizabeth STILL could have been related through their mother’s lines which could have been either through the lines of Judah OR Aaron,
because neither one would have actually been recorded in the genealogies.



This prophecy is concerning John the Baptist - Zacharias’ coming son.

Luke 1: 15 — 22 New King James Version

“15 For he will be great in the sight of the Lord, and shall drink neither wine nor strong drink. He will also be filled with the
Holy Spirit, even from his mother’s womb. 1 And he will turn many of the children of Israel to the Lord their God. 1’ He will
also go before Him in the spirit and power of Elijah, ‘to turn the hearts of the fathers to the children,” and the disobedient
to the wisdom of the just, to make ready a people prepared for the Lord.”

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The person this scripture is referring to as “serving” - is Zacharias serving as a priest.
Remember, Elizabeth is his wife.

It was prophesied that Christ would be a Nazarene which as you can see in Luke 1: 26 - it exactly corresponds with the
place Christ’s adoptive parents were from — Nazareth.
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The Holy Spirit created a wonderful safety net for Mary, because the Holy Spirit communicated to Elizabeth
that Mary was indeed carrying God’s Son in her womb without any advanced communication from the
other.

The definition for the word “Judea” (KJV) in Ezra 5:8 explains that “Judea”
(NIV) and “Judah” (NKJV) are the SAME PLACE. (Strong’s H3061, BLB, 2023)

From Nazareth to Judah/Judea is a distance of approximately 99 miles.
(distcalculator.com, 2023)



When Mary left to go to Elizabeth’s home, she would have traveled by a caravan and by camel.
Why? Because her likely route was along the flat area of the Jordan River and west over the hills
surrounding Jerusalem and on to Judea. The valley of the Jordan River was filled with intense
woodlands that had, bears, lions, and wild boars. There was ANOTHER risk though, robbers were
common along trade routes and she would have needed a caravan for protection. Remember the
parable of the Good Samaritan (Luke 10:25 - 37).

Camels have been proven to have been used throughout biblical history and WOMEN have ridden
them too. Abraham had camels (Genesis 12:16) and sent his servant on camel to look for a wife
for Isaac. Rebekah rode back with him on camel back to meet her newly betrothed husband.
(Genesis chapter 24) Jacob had camels and his wives rode on camels (Genesis 30: 41 — 43, Genesis
31:17) There are MANY additional accounts of the use of camels, as well as donkeys, mules, and
horses. The fat on the back of a camel enables them to go for months without having been fed
and without water for a week. They can travel at a speed of about 40 miles per hour for short
distances and 30 miles per day on longer treks, because of their long stride. (Herbison & Frame,
Brittanica, 2023)

This means Mary could have arrived at Elizabeth’s house within approximately 3 or 4 days time.



An explanation of God’s betrothal and marriage systems are required here. The man who is speaking in this scripture in Genesis is Adam.
Genesis 2:23-24 New International Version
“23The man said,
“This is now bone of my bones
and flesh of my flesh;

she shall be called ‘woman,’
for she was taken out of man.”

24That is why a man leaves his father and mother and is united to his wife, and they become one flesh.” (NIV)

Notice, God’s word DID NOT say anything about living with your in-laws or relatives. God knows BETTER than anyone else and He knows that living

with in-laws and relatives has many problems. When you live with your in-laws or relatives:

1. The REAL husband of the bride IS NOT the head of the household — the OWNER of the house IS - depending on which in-law or relative you’re living
with. It’s that person’s house and you have to play by that person’s rules.

2. This means the REAL husband IS NOT able to take his Godly role of head of the household, if he knows God at all. God MUST be FIRST!

3. He is also NOT taking RESPONSIBILITY for being the head of the household by CONTINUING TO LIVE with his in-laws or relatives whether male or
female.

4. Conflicts are created between all parties concerned even if they are not displayed openly.

5. The SAME situation is REVERSED when the in-laws or relatives live with the bride and groom, unless some type of LIVING AND FINANCIAL

arrangements are made, agreed upon by both parties, and put in writing.

A perfectly good example of things going wrong within relationships is between Jacob and Laban! (Genesis Chapters 29 — 31)



Mary was already betrothed to Joseph - that means she was
essentially ALREADY married to Joseph, but the sexual consummation
of marriage had not yet taken place and in fact, the marriage was not
consummated until AFTER Christ’s birth. In ancient Judaism, a legal
divorce would have been necessary to break even this betrothal
agreement, even though it had not been consummated yet. Mary
would also STILL be living in some type of family member’s home
although we do not see any mention of family members other than
Elizabeth during this process. Later, we find out in John 19:25 that
Mary does have a sister, but no brothers. BEFORE the Jewish
betrothal period began, there were agreements made between the
father/relative of the prospective bride and groom. The
father/relative of the bride received a dowry from the father/relative
of the groom. Essentially, the father/relative of the bride is losing a
household worker and the father/relative was being financially
compensated for this loss.




These were God’s laws in the Old Testament concerning sexual sins between a man and a woman and they would have
been in effect until Christ’s resurrection.

Deuteronomy 22: 13 =30 English Standard Version

“13“If any man takes a wife and goes in to her and then hates her 14 and accuses her of misconduct and brings a bad name
upon her, saying, ‘l took this woman, and when | came near her, | did not find in her evidence of virginity,” !°>then the
father of the young woman and her mother shall take and bring out the evidence of her virginity to the elders of the city in
the gate.

22 “If 3 man is found lying with the wife of another man, both of them shall die, the man who lay with the woman, and the
woman. So you shall purge the evil from Israel.

23 “If there is a betrothed virgin, and a man meets her in the city and lies with her, 2* then you shall bring them both out to
the gate of that city, and you shall stone them to death with stones, the young woman because she did not cry for help
thc:jugh she was in the city, and the man because he violated his neighbor's wife. So you shall purge the evil from your
midst.

25 “But if in the open country a man meets a young woman who is betrothed, and the man seizes her and lies with her,
then only the man who lay with her shall die. 26 But you shall do nothing to the young woman; she has committed no
offense punishable by death. For this case is like that of a man attacking and murdering his neighbor, 2’ because he met
her in the open country, and though the betrothed young woman cried for help there was no one to rescue her.

28 “If a man meets a virgin who is not betrothed, and seizes her and lies with her, and they are found, 2° then the man who
lay with her shall give to the father of the Zoung woman fifty shekels of silver, and she shall be his wife, because he has
violated her. He may not divorce her all his days.

30[e] “A man shall not take his father's wife, so that he does not uncover his father's nakedness. " (ESV)

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On a woman'’s first sexual encounter with her husband after marrying, when
she and her husband had intercourse - her hymen (a thin flap of tissue
blocking the entrance to a woman’s vagina) would be broken or stretched and
could cause bleeding. There is no feeling in this tissue, so if only part of the
hymen were left attached it had to be clipped to prevent it from just hanging
out from her vagina and this was done without her experiencing any pain. Her
parents would be given the usually 2 parts to her hymen as “evidence of her
virginity” which were lost in her first sexual encounter with her new husband.
(Deuteronomy 22: 15 ESV) They would KEEP THEM in order to PROVE that
their daughter was indeed a virgin before the couple married. (Deuteronomy
22: 13 — 22.) Mary DID NOT have a broken hymen. Her parents/relatives
WOULD NOT have had her hymen. It would never have been broken for the
conception of Christ, because Mary conceived miraculously through the Holy
Spirit. So, in THAT WAY Mary COULD INDEED PROVE that it WAS an
immaculate conception.

It is interesting to note there is no mention of relatives on either side, at any
time, during Christ’s circumcision or His consecration (including Zechariah and
Elizabeth) and these were typical family times of celebration within the
Jewish culture.



Remember, the Christ was conceived by the Holy Spirit. He came from neither Joseph’s sperm or Mary’s egg. It WAS a
sin and STILL is a sin to have sex outside the bonds of marriage. We don’t know from scripture how many people
knew that the conception was from GOD HIMSELF. Before receiving word from an angel in a dream, even Joseph
didn’t KNOW IT. Yet, he didn’t want Mary to suffer public disgrace. Joseph was willing to “put her away secretly”
which meant to divorce her, BUT an angel appeared to him in a dream and told him that the child was conceived by
the Holy Spirit NOT ANOTHER MAN (Matthew 1: 19 - 20 NKJV) This was something that was kept a SECRET to
PROTECT Mary’s reputation, because people WOULD THINK she was lying. It also protected Joseph’s reputation,
because iffpeople were to think that Mary was unfaithful to Joseph, he would have been viewed as a man with poor
judgment for having selected her as his bride in the first place.

Those words, “did not know her till” (NKJV) means that Joseph did not have sex with her UNTIL after

Christ’s birth and notice it does say “till” (NKJV) Mary COULD NOT have been a PERPETUAL virgin as some
people say though, because SHE DID give birth to OTHER children who were ACTUALLY conceived through
Joseph.

The New International Version makes it MORE CLEAR.
Matthew 1:24-25 New International Version

“24\When Joseph woke up, he did what the angel of the Lord had commanded him and took Mary home as his

wife. 25 But he did not consummate their marriage until she gave birth to a son. And he gave him
the name Jesus.” (NIV)

The word “consummate” means he DID NOT have sex with her UNTIL AFTER she gave birth to the Lord Jesus.
(NIV)
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The scriptures CLEARLY PROVE that Marx had OTHER children by Joseﬁh AFTER she gave birth to
her FIRST BORN SON - the Lord Jesus Christ who was conceived by the Holy Spirit. Matthew 12
also indicates that LATER Christ’s family members were not in God’s will, because they were
dealing with the separation that Christ was making from them. Upon His crucifixion and
resurrection HE would soon become THEIR LORD.

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The people of Israel WERE called for an emergency meeting once in the middle of the winter rainy
season and the people WERE NOT HAPPY. Remember, the beginning of the year is in the month Abib
and is in about March or April, so the ninth month in the scripture shown below is in about November
%r Il)ecember. The men were being corrected, because they had chosen foreign wives who were
idolaters.

Christ was a distant descendant of David through Christ’s human adoption by Joseph
and Mary.

Matthew 1: 6 New King James Version
“6 and Jesse begot David the king.
David the king begot Solomon by her [Xlwho had been the wife of Uriah.” (NKJV)

That scripture is taken from the genealogies.

Joseph and Mary were actually a VERY important part of the fulfillment of prophecy.
The genealogies in Matthew 1: 1-17 and Luke 3: 23 - 38 show Christ, through adoption,
was descended from the lines of King David. Those two genealogies share a genealogy
from Abraham to King David. The Christ was born in the city of David - BETHLEHEM.
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Bethlehem is included in another Old Testament Prophecy:
Micah 5:2 New King James Version

“2“But you, Bethlehem Ephrathah,

Though you are little among the thousands of Judah,

Yet out of you shall come forth to Me

The One to be Ruler in Israel,
Whose goings forth are from of old,

From everlasting.”” (NKJV)

The only ruler whose ““...goings forth are from of old, From everlasting.”” Are
those of GOD Himself of whom Christ is a part. (Micah 5: 2 NKJV)



On the next 2 slides, you will be seeing Old Testament scriptures. God is speaking to King
David through the prophet Nathan. He tells David that He has already set up his seed to
establish God’s Kingdom. Now, remember Christ did not come through human seed. He
was conceived by the Holy Spirit. He was of GOD’S seed. The only reason David’s seed
was involved is because we KNOW Joseph (Christ’s adoptive father) was a descendant of
the line of David, because he went to register his family in Bethlehem the town of David.
We also know that, because of the genealogies that we’ve already read in Matthew 1:6.

One would THINK God was only speaking to David about the immediate future — about David’s son Solomon, who
WOULD succeed him as king and who WOULD be assigned the job of building a house for God, but God was also
speaking prophetically about HIS OWN SON - CHRIST. Solomon DID build a house for God, but then he became an
idolater, because of the beliefs of his foreign wives. The Kingdom of Christ is the ONLY Kingdom established forever. It
is an eternal Kingdom extending to heaven. Christ was from the flesh and blood of David through adoption. David had
been a shepherd boy and Christ is the good shepherd.
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Again, when King David had been a boy, he was a shepherd. The Lord Jesus Christ is the
“good shepherd.” (John 10:11 NASB)

Christ is referred to as the “bread of life” (John 6:35 NIV)

1580 it was, when the angels had gone away from them into heaven, that the shepherds said to one
another, “Let us how go to Bethlehem and see this thing that has come to pass, which the Lord has
made known to us.” 1® And they came with haste and found Mary and Joseph, and the Babe lying in a
manger. 7 Now when they had seen Him, they made [flwidely known the saying which was told them
concerning this Child. 18 And all those who heard it marveled at those things which were told them by
the shepherds. ° But Mary kept all these things and pondered them in her heart. 2° Then the
shepherds returned, glorifying and praising God for all the things that they had heard and seen, as it
was told them.” (NKJV)

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Imagine those angels! A brightness, the shepherds were afraid of! One
Holy angel of God is suddenly joined by MORE angels that are just as
bright as the first one! A “multitude of the heavenly host” (Luke 2:13,
NKJV) means: “stratia” (pronounced stra — tee- ah) in the Greek - “an
army” of angels (Strong’s, G4756, BLB.org) They were all praising God.

They must have been loud!



Luke 2: 8 New King James Version

“® Now there were in the same country shepherds living out in the fields,
keeping watch over their flock by night.” (NKJV)

Shepherds WOULD NOT have been living out in the fields watching

their flocks at night during the cold rainy season of winter. It is not the
sheep that are the concern — it is the shepherds.

According to the Encyclopedia Britannica, even CURRENT day Bedouin
Shepherds who live in tents migrate into desert regions during the rainy
season. This means shepherds would NOT have been in that area of

Israel during the rainy season. (The Editors of Encyclopaedia Britannica,
2019)
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Notice how in Luke 2 verse 17 the shepherds leave to tell everyone
else about what they had seen:

‘17 Now when they had seen Him, they made [flwidely known the
saying which was told them concerning this Child.” (NKJV)

This was NOT occurring during the cold rainy season in Israel.
What probably happened when they told other people?

More people came to see Him!

When God had a Son who was born THAT DAY who would be the
Savior of the world, He wanted EVERYONE to know about it and HE
WOULD PROVIDE PROTECTION — NO MATTER WHAT!
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In Luke 2: 3 shown previously, the people were being taxed and there were MANY
people coming to the cities, not just Mary and Joseph. This is why there was no room in
the inn.

A “manger” (Luke 2:7, NKJV) can be defined as:

“Phatne” [pronounced fot-nay] “1. a crib (for fodder), a manger, stall” (Strong’s,
G5336,BLB,2023) The word “fodder” means feed for livestock. The word “manger”
means a trough that would hold animal feed. (Strong’s, G5336, BLB,2023)

The word “inn” in (Luke 2:7, NKJV) means: “katalyo” [pronounced ka-tal-oo-oh]
(Strong’s,G2647, BLB,2023)

“C. of travellers, to halt on a journey, to put up, lodge (the figurative expression
originating in the circumstance that, to put up for the night, the straps and packs of the
beasts of burden are unbound and taken off; or, more correctly from the fact that the
traveler's garments, tied up when he is on the journey, are unloosed at its end)”
(Strong’s, G2647, BLB, 2023)



Some have incorrectly thought that Matthew 2:11 when the
Magi or wise men arrive, implied that there was no stable.

Matthew 2:11 New King James Version

“11 And when they had come into the house, they saw the young Child
with Mary His mother, and fell down and worshiped Him. And when
they had opened their treasures, they presented gifts to Him: gold,
frankincense, and myrrh.” (NKJV)

Actually, an inn COULD be a house with an upper room for
lodging and a lower area for the pack animals that one
would ride and travel with. This was a common occurrence
for this time in ancient history. (Nazareth Village, 2023)



The Lord Jesus Christ held the Last Supper in such a room:
Mark 14:12-16 English Standard Version

“12 And on the first day of Unleavened Bread, when they sacrificed the Passover lamb, his disciples said to
him, “Where will you have us go and prepare for you to eat the Passover?” 13 And he sent two of his disciples
and said to them, “Go into the city, and a man carrying a jar of water will meet you. Follow him, *and
wherever he enters, say to the master of the house, ‘The Teacher says, Where is my guest room, where |
may eat the Passover with my disciples?’ 1> And he will show you a large upper room furnished and ready;
there prepare for us.” 1 And the disciples set out and went to the city and found it just as he had told them,
and they prepared the Passover.” (ESV)

The Apostles also met in an upper room in the Book of Acts:
Acts 1:12-14 English Standard Version

“12Then they returned to Jerusalem from the mount called Olivet, which is near Jerusalem, a Sabbath day's
journey away. '3 And when they had entered, they went up to the upper room, where they were
staying, Peter and John and James and Andrew, Philip and Thomas, Bartholomew and Matthew, James the
son of Alphaeus and Simon the Zealot and Judas the son of James. 14 All these with one accord were devoting
themselves to prayer, together with the women and Mary the mother of Jesus, and his brothers.[2l" (ESV)

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Most homes had 4 rooms: one for sleeping, another for livestock, a partially covered courtyard for grinding, weaving, cooking, eating, and making pottery, and a dugout

room (not shown here) which was used for storage. The flat rooves were also used for relaxing and socializing.

A partially covered courtyard provided shade on a hot day
and also light while people completed daily tasks like:
grinding, eating, weaving, cooking, repairing, or making
tools, and making pottery.

In Luke 2:21- 24, we learn that Mary and Joseph at the time of Christ’s
circumcision, Mary’s purification, and Christ’s consecration were
actually poor. How do we know? We know because of the sacrifice that
Mary gave for her purification.

Luke 2:21 New International Version

“210n the eighth day, when it was time to circumcise the child, he was named Jesus, the name the angel
had given him before he was conceived.” (NIV)

ghrist’s circumcision was on the 8t day, but Mary’s purification rights were not performed until after 33
ays.

Luke 2: 22 — 24 New International Version

“22\When the time came for the purification rites required by the Law of Moses, Joseph and Mary took him
to Jerusalem to present him to the Lord 23 (as it is written in the Law of the Lord, “Every firstborn male is
to be consecrated to the Lord”[®]), 24 and to offer a sacrifice in keeping with what is said in the Law of the
Lord: “a pair of doves or two young pigeons.”ld” (NV)

So, we know that at this point in time, the Magi HAVE NOT come yet, because Mary and Joseph must
be honest before God and give the correct amount. When the Magi DO come, the CHRIST is given
“gold, frankincense and myrrh” (Matthew 2:11 NKJV) These were all things of wealth and used as
currency at that time.
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These are what the Old Testament regulations said:

Leviticus 12: 1-8 New International Version

“12 The LorD said to Moses, 2 “Say to the Israelites: ‘A woman who becomes pregnant and gives birth to a son will be ceremonially unclean for
seven days, just as she is unclean during her monthly period. 20n the eighth day the boy is to be circumcised. * Then the woman must wait
thirty-three days to be purified from her bleeding. She must not touch anything sacred or go to the sanctuary until the days of her
purification are over. ° If she gives birth to a daughter, for two weeks the woman will be unclean, as during her period. Then she must wait
sixty-six days to be purified from her bleeding. ¢ ““When the days of her purification for a son or daughter are over, she is to bring to the priest
at the entrance to the tent of meeting a year-old lamb for a burnt offering and a young pigeon or a dove for a sin offering.21 7 He shall offer
them before the LORD to make atonement for her, and then she will be ceremonially clean from her flow of blood.

“‘These are the regulations for the woman who gives birth to a boy or a girl. 8 But if she cannot afford a lamb, she is to bring two doves or two
young pigeons, one for a burnt offering and the other for a sin offering. In this way the priest will make atonement for her, and she will be
clean.””” (NIV)

Numbers 18:15-16 New International Version

“15The first offspring of every womb, both human and animal, that is offered to the LorD is yours. But you must
redeem every firstborn son and every firstborn male of unclean animals. 1* When they are a month old, you must
redeem them at the redemption price set at five shekels!2! of silver, according to the sanctuary shekel, which weighs
twenty gerahs.” (NIV)

These sacrifices were only being offered up by BELIEVERS in Christ, until Christ’s Crucifixion, Resurrection, and the Baptism of the Holy Spirit
were given, because CHRIST fulfilled ALL of the sacrifices.
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Mary and Joseph travel with a brand-new infant to dedicate Christ to Father God. Remember, after giving birth,
a 33-day purification period was required for the birth of a boy. This was taking place AFTER that requirement
had been met. No one in Jerusalem knows yet that they bring the Messiah, except a few key people.

Luke 2: 25 — 38 New International Version

“25 Now there was a man in Jerusalem called Simeon, who was righteous and devout. He was waiting for the
consolation of Israel, and the Holy Spirit was on him. 26 It had been revealed to him by the Holy Spirit that he would
not die before he had seen the Lord’s Messiah. 2’ Moved by the Spirit, he went into the temple courts. When the
parents brought in the child Jesus to do for him what the custom of the Law required, 2 Simeon took him in his
arms and praised God, saying:

29 “Sovereign Lord, as you have promised,
you may now dismiss!d! your servant in peace.
30 For my eyes have seen your salvation,
31 which you have prepared in the sight of all nations:
32 3 light for revelation to the Gentiles,
and the glory of your people Israel.”

33 The child’s father and mother marveled at what was said about him. 34 Then Simeon blessed them and said to
Mary, his mother: “This child is destined to cause the falling and rising of many in Israel, and to be a sign that will
be spoken against, 3° so that the thoughts of many hearts will be revealed. And a sword will pierce your own soul
too.”

36 There was also a prophet, Anna, the daughter of Penuel, of the tribe of Asher. She was very old; she had lived

with her husband seven years after her marriage, 3’ and then was a widow until she was eighty-four.l¢l She never
left the temple but worshiped night and day, fasting and praying. 38 Coming up to them at that very moment, she
Ie‘\ll\cle)thanks to God and spoke about the child to all who were looking forward to the redemption of Jerusalem.”
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Mary and Joseph bring an offering based on POVERTY at Christ’s consecration, yet ironically, they ALSO bring the Lamb of
God who “takes away the sin of the world” to be consecrated back to the Father who actually sent Him. (John 1:29 NIV)
The Magi bring prophetic gifts — they bring very expensive gifts which were used as currency at that time — making the
family wealthy. Gold, Frankincense, and Myrrh were gifts given to kings. Gold is of course even valuable today.
Frankincense and myrrh are both mentioned in the book of Exodus as being used in ministry to God. They are scented
resins that come from 2 different types of gum trees. (Britannica, 2022) Myrrh is first mentioned in the book of Genesis
when “..a caravan of Ishmaelites coming from Gilead” on their way to Engpt with their camels laden “with spices,
balm and myrrh,” (Genesis 37: 25 (NIV) are met with Joseph’s brothers who sold Joseph to them “for 20 shekels of silver.”
(Genesis 37: 28 NIV) (The “Joseph” in the book of Genesis was Jacob’s son.)

Exodus 30: 22 — 29 New International Version

“22Then the LORD said to Moses, 23 “Take the following fine spices: 500 shekels!! of liquid myrrh, half as much (that is, 250
shekels) of fragrant cinnamon, 250 shekels!¢] of fragrant calamus, 24500 shekels of cassia—all according to the sanctuar

shekel—and a hinlfl of olive oil. 2> Make these into a sacred anointing oil, a fragrant blend, the work of a perfumer. It will
be the sacred anointing oil. 26 Then use it to anoint the tent of meeting, the ark of the covenant law, 2’ the table and all its
articles, the lampstand and its accessories, the altar of incense, 28the altar of burnt offering and all its utensils, and the
basin with its stand. 2° You shall consecrate them so they will be most holy, and whatever touches them will be holy.” (NIV)

Exodus 30: 34 — 37 New International Version

“34Then the LoRD said to Moses, “Take fragrant spices—gum resin, onycha and galbanum—and pure frankincense, all in
equal amounts, 3> and make a fragrant blend of incense, the work of a perfumer. It is to be salted and pure and
sacred. 3 Grind some of it to powder and place it in front of the ark of the covenant law in the tent of meeting, where |
will meet with you. It shall be most holy to you. 3’ Do not make any incense with this formula for yourselves; consider it
holy to the Lorp. ” (NIV)

Christ IS the KING of kings. (1 Timothy 6:15) Christ is the Anointed One. (Acts 4:26)
GOD WAS REALLY CONSECRATING HIS OWN SON FOR HIS SERVICE.
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The Old Testament Offerings and What They Reveal About the Timing of the Magi

7 days — for 7 days after giving birth, Mary was ceremonially unclean.
The 8t day they had Christ circumcised
33 days were required for Mary’s purification from bleeding.
40-day TOTAL (Leviticus 12: 1 - 8)

The Magi must have come sometime just after this 40-day period, because Mary couldn’t
“touch anything sacred or go to the sanctuary until the days of her purification are
over.”(Leviticus 12: 4 NIV) Then she has to give an offering AFTER that period of time is
over. Mary and Joseph give an offering based on poverty at Christ’s consecration. This
means the Magi had not come yet, because the Magi bring Christ gifts of great wealth.
Mary and Joseph would have to be honest about their offering. Mary and Joseph were IN
Bethlehem during this period of time. Mary and Joseph WERE NOT FROM Bethlehem.
They were from Nazareth in Galilee. (Luke 2:4) They were just VISITING Bethlehem in
Judea (Luke 2:4) and the baby started coming and was born there in a stable provided by
the inn (Luke 2:7). The Magi FIRST go to Jerusalem looking for the Christ and have an
encounter with king Herod.

God has a purpose for the wealth Mary and Joseph are about to receive from the Magi.




The word “star” (Matthew 2:9 NKJV) in the Bible can mean literally a star — a celestial
body in the universe, or it can also have a figurative meaning and be symbolic for an
angel. (Strong’s G792, BLB.org)

Revelation 1:19-20 English Standard Version

“19 Write therefore the things that you have seen, those that are and those that are to take place after
this. 20 As for the mystery of the seven stars that you saw in my right hand, and the seven golden
lampstands, the seven stars are the angels of the seven churches, and the seven lampstands are the
seven churches.” (ESV)



Matthew 2:1- 8 New King James Version

“2 Now after Jesus was born in Bethlehem of Judea in the days of Herod the king, behold, [2lwise men from the East
came to Jerusalem, 2saying, “Where is He who has been born King of the Jews? For we have seen His star in the East
and have come to worship Him.”

3When Herod the king heard this, he was troubled, and all Jerusalem with him.  And when he had gathered all the
chief priests and scribes of the people together, he inquired of them where the Christ was to be born.

>So they said to him, “In Bethlehem of Judea, for thus it is written by the prophet:

6‘But you, Bethlehem, in the land of Judah,

Are not the least among the rulers of Judah;

For out of you shall come a Ruler

Who will shepherd My people Israel.” ”

’Then Herod, when he had secretly called the [2lwise men, determined from them what time the star

appeared. 8 And he sent them to Bethlehem and said, “Go and search carefully for the young Child, and when you
have found Him, bring back word to me, that | may come and worship Him also.”” (NKJV)
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Magi during that time, were often stargazers and astrologers. God must have drawn their attention to one of the
brightest stars in the western, spring, night sky. Evidently, they tell Herod that they saw the star 2 years BEFORE the
time of their arrival. (Matthew 2:7 NKJV) Other than “the East” (NKJV) no one knows specifically where they were
coming from and how long they had been traveling. (Matthew 2: 1 NKJV) Just because they saw the star, it doesn’t
mean they left immediately. God may have been preparing them for their assignment. This must have been a normal
celestial “star,” (NKJV) because they are following the star from a distance - to come west. The country of what is now
Jordan would have been directly east, but they would have had to either cross or go around the Dead Sea. They also go
to Jerusalem, WHICH WAS A BIG MISTAKE! PEOPLE HAVE CLAIMED THAT THEY WERE FOLLOWING A MOVING
CELESTIAL STAR GUIDED BY GOD TO GET TO JERUSALEM. THAT CAN’T POSSIBLY BE TRUE! GOD WOULD NEVER HAVE
SENT THEM TO SEE HEROD. In Matthew 2:2, it says the Magi started asking the people how to find - a baby called “the
King of the Jews” (NKJV) and they also knew He was the Christ. (Matthew 2:4 NKJV) Evidently, because of their regal
appearance the people sent them to Herod. God would NEVER have guided them to Herod, because God KNEW what
Herod would do. God also knew why the Magi were coming. God sent them to bring financial provision to meet the
future needs of Mary, Joseph, and the Christ.




Matthew 2: 9 — 12 New King James Version

““When they heard the king, they departed; and behold, the star which they had seen in the East
went before them, till it came and stood over where the young Child was. 1° When they saw the star,
they rejoiced with exceedingly great joy. 1 And when they had come into the house, they saw the
young Child with Mary His mother, and fell down and worshiped Him. And when they had opened
their treasures, they presented gifts to Him: gold, frankincense, and myrrh.

12Then, being divinely warned in a dream that they should not return to Herod, they departed for
their own country another way.” (NKJV)

NOTE: in some versions the men are called “wise men” (NKJV) and in some “Magi” (NIV) which means wise
men.

When the Magi leave Herod, and they are headed for Bethlehem, notice, they THINK the SAME “star” (NKJV)
appeared to them again and “they rejoiced with exceedingly great joy.” (Matthew 2:10 NKJV) The so-called
“star” is bright, it moves from place to place, it meets them right in Jerusalem when they need direction, and it
takes them directly to the Christ child. IT IS NOT A CELESTIAL “STAR” NOW - IT IS A HOLY ANGEL! (NKJV.) What
kind of a star moves around like THAT? It’s NOT a star at all — it’s a VERY BRIGHT Holy angel of GOD! | can
imagine God saying to His Holy angel “Get down there NOW!”




People have made assumptions regarding this scripture:

Matthew 2:7 New King James Version
“7Then Herod, when he had secretly called the [2lwise men, determined from them what time the star appeared.”
(NKJV)

They THINK that the Magi show up 2 years AFTER the birth of CHRIST. They make this assumption based on Herod’s response of
killing all of the male children 2 years old and under, in order to ELIMINATE someone, HE THOUGHT, would be a threat to his
reign as king.

This can’t be, because Mary and Joseph are in Bethlehem when Christ is BORN and they are only there temporarily because of
the census. The goal of the Magi is to find the Christ and to give Him their financial gifts. IT IS A GOD GUIDED ASSIGNMENT. The
Magi have given Herod too much information that will put the Christ, as well as Mary and Joseph at risk. That’s why that Holy
Angel had to get to Jerusalem FAST to lead the Magi to the Christ! After the Magi leave, we know that Mary and Joseph are told
by an angel of God in a dream that they must immediately flee from Herod’s wrath and go to Egypt. Mary and Joseph
desperately needed the funds to go to Egypt and to live there temporarily. Remember, frankincense, gold, and myrrh were

used as currency during this time.
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Herod made the assumption that if the Magi first saw the star 2 years before, that the
child had ALREADY BEEN BORN 2 YEARS BEFORE! THIS WAS NOT TRUE! God was just
beginning to prepare the Magi for their God given assignment and drew their attention
to a bright star in the west. Whether they lived very faraway, and the trek would take 2
years to accomplish, or they were just being prepared for a future departure we do not
know. Herod wanted to eliminate his competition, so he killed all of the male children
2 years old and under.

Matthew 2:13-18 New King James Version

“13 Now when they had departed, behold, an angel of the Lord appeared to Joseph in a dream, saying, “Arise, take the young Child
and His mother, flee to Egypt, and stay there until | bring you word; for Herod will seek the young Child to destroy Him.”

14When he arose, he took the young Child and His mother by night and departed for Egypt, 1> and was there until the death of
Herod, that it might be fulfilled which was spoken by the Lord through the prophet, saying, “Out of Egypt | called My Son.”

16 Then Herod, when he saw that he was deceived by the wise men, was exceedingly angry; and he sent forth and put to death all
the male children who were in Bethlehem and in all its districts, from two years old and under, according to the time which he had
determined from the wise men. 7 Then was fulfilled what was spoken by Jeremiah the prophet, saying:

18 “A voice was heard in Ramah,

Lamentation, weeping, and great mourning,

Rachel weeping for her children,

Refusing to be comforted,

Because they are no more.”” (NKJV)



Those verses in the New Testament Matthew 2: 17-18 were prophesied in the Old Testament book of
Jeremiah 31: 15.

Rachel is weeping for her children;

Remember, in the Old and New Testament, when people would speak about their relatives, a person could
be an immediate descendant or a distant descendant and that person could still be referred to as a son or
daughter, but then the genealogies ALSO give more specific information about the ACTUAL parents of an
individual. The prOﬂhecy in Jeremiah was speaking about Rachel’s FUTURE people or children that would be
born and die in Bethlehem at the hands of Herod the NOT SO GREAT.

When they were still some distancelfl from Ephrath, Rachel went into labor, and she
had hard labor. 7 And when her labor was at its hardest, the midwife said to her, “Do not fear, for you have another
son.” 18 And as her soul was departing (for she was dying), she called his name Ben-oni;l8! but his father called him
Benjamin.["l 19So Rachel died, and she was buried on the way to Ephrath (that is, Bethlehem), 2° and Jacob set up a pillar
over her tomb. It is the pillar of Rachel's tomb, which is there to this day. 2! Israel journeyed on and pitched his tent
beyond the tower of Eder.” (ESV)

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That Old Testament prophecy in Jeremiah DOES go on to be a
POSITIVE word for Rachel’s people:

Jeremiah 31: 16 — 17 English Standard Version

“16 Thus says the LORD:
“Keep your voice from weeping,
and your eyes from tears,
for there is a reward for your work,
declares the LORD,
and they shall come back from the land of the enemy.
17There is hope for your future,
declares the LORD,
and your children shall come back to their own country.” (ESV)

| would suggest that you read the WHOLE chapter.



The NIV text for Matthew 2:13-18 IS NOT a good translation here,
because it doesn’t specifically state that the babies were killed. It says
Herod gave the order — “he gave orders to kill all the boys in Bethlehem
and its vicinity who were two years old and under” (Matthew 2:16 NIV)



The Interlinear Bible a word for word translation says:
“... he put to death all the boys that were in Bethlehem and in all the vicinity of it from 2 years old and

under...” (Matthew 2: 16 INT.,Biblehub.org)

The NKJV says, “he sent forth and put to death all the male children who were in Bethlehem and in all its districts,

from two years old and under...” (Matthew 2:16, NKJV)

The Young’s Literal Translation says, “...he slew all the male children in Beth-Lehem, and in all its borders, from two years and under...”

(Matthew 2: 16, YLT)

The word for “death” in the Interlinear bible is “anaired” [pronounced an-i-rey-6 with a rolled Rr] (Strongs, G337, BLB, 2023)

The translations shown above ARE accurate.
The word “vicinity” shown for the Interlinear Bible is translated as:
“horion” (Strongs, G3725, BLB, 2023) [Pronounced ha-ree-on with a rolled Rr] meaning:

“I. boundaries
A. for a region, district, land, territory” (Strongs, G3725, BLB, 2023)



God is not a respecter of persons. (Acts 10:34) Just like God protected Mary, Joseph, and the Christ
child — God ALSO sent a message to the parents of the OTHER children — to leave that area and to take
their children with them in order to save their lives. HE NEVER WOULD HAVE NEGLECTED THIS. God is
also NOT A LIAR, if the risk had not been REAL, he would NEVER have issued the warning in the first

place, BUT people have to listen to God’s warnings! Imagine the heartache that would result if you were
given a warning, didn’t heed it, and your child was murdered. There would be no one to blame except
yourself. Imagine the heart wrenching guilt that would result — one that could not be quenched. These are

the emotions expressed in this scripture.

God would have ALSO issued a warning to HEROD, just like He did to
ALL the Old Testament kings. Josephus, the historian, describes the
TORMENT THROUGH SICKNESS AND DISEASE that he even agrees,
God put upon Herod as judgment to make him change his mind!
Unfortunately, he DID NOT heed the warning!



“Herod the Great” had a not so “great” reputation. Most people during his lifetime knew that He
was a ruthless killer. He had a reputation for being evil. He even killed at least one of his own
wives (supﬁosedly his favorite, and her mother too) and even killed some of his OWN children. By
the time the Magi come to Herod he is nearing the end of his life. He had arteriosclerosis and
other diseases as well and was in a lot of pain physically. Just for advanced knowledge, the
statement: “for a fire glowed in him slowly” must have meant that he had a fever which also
meant infection. (Josephus 17.6.5) (Maier, P., 2015) (Perowne S.,2023) This is what Herod looked
like AFTER he murdered the children:

“5. But now Herod's distemper greatly increased upon him after a severe manner, and this by
God's judgment upon him for his sins; for a fire ilowed in him slowly, which did not so much
apﬁear to the touch outwardly, as it augmented his pains inwardly; for it brought upon him a
vehement appetite to eating, which he could not avoid to supply with one sort of food or other.
His entrails were also ex-ulcerated, and the chief violence of his pain lay on his colon; an aqueous
and transparent liquor also had settled itself about his feet, and a like matter afflicted him at the
bottom of his belly. Nay, further, his privy-member was putrefied, and produced worms; and
when he sat upright, he had a difficulty of breathing, which was very loathsome, on account of
the stench of his breath, and the quickness of its returns; he had also convulsions in all parts of his
body, which increased his strength to an insufferable degree.” (Josephus, 17.6.5)

All of his ruthlessness as a killer also affected his mental state, so whether he would have been
able to pay much attention to what the Magi were saying, we don’t know, but what we DO know
is - he was paranoid about DOING ANYTHING to prevent someone from usurping his throne, even
if the threat WAS NOT real. The edict to kill the young children in Bethlehem and the surrounding
vicinity WAS ISSUED by Herod just before He unsuccessfully attempted suicide and then died. Yet,
there is no record within the accounts of Joseﬂhus that the edict was ever actually carried out. As
you will see, his sister Salome, withdrew another one of Herod’s sick edicts once he had died, and
one would think she would have had enough common sense to do the same for this one, BUT the
scriptures tell the TRUTH. She DID NOT.




Herod was a demon possessed, sick, and perverted individual and even just before he died he
planned to murder others after his death was announced. (Maier, P., 2015) (Josephus, 17.6.5)

Herod knows that he is hated by others and everyone will CELEBRATE his death rather than
MOURNING it and he thinks he deserves mourning. He plots to FORCE THEM to mournin a
different way to get revenge. “He commanded that all the principal men of the entire Jewish
nation, wheresoever they lived, should be called to him.” (Josephus 17.6.5) and they were to be
shut up in the Hippodrome. To bring this into perspective - Herod’s Hippodrome could hold
approximately 12,000 people. It was where gladiator combat, chariot and horse races, and
athletic games took place. (hmdb.org, 2023) To continue, Herod’s plan was as soon as he would
die - he wanted the captives inside to be shot with darts and killed — thus creating Herod’s
mourning.

BUT THIS WAS NOT CARRIED OUT! Thank God, Salome (Herod’s sister) and Alexas (her husband,)
set the people free and sent them home instead!

“2. But then Salome and Alexas, before the king's death was made known, dismissed those that
were shut up in the hippodrome, and told them that the king ordered them to go away to their
own lands, and take care of their own affairs, which was esteemed by the nation a great benefit.”
(Josephus 17.8.2)

Part 3:

How Christ’s Birthday CAN NEVER be Determined by the Courses of the Priests Formed
by King David. Why?

1. The NUMBER of the Courses of the Priests DID NOT REMAIN AT 24. They WERE NOT
Based on a Certain Assigned Number.

2. They were BASED ON THE NUMBER OF DESCENDANTS OF
ELEAZAR AND ITHAMAR - A NUMBER WHICH COULD CHANGE OVER TIME - AND DID.
(1 Chronicles 24: 1-5)

3. IN FACT, LATER GOD SAID, He only Wanted the sons of Zadok to
Minister to Him in the Temple. Zadok was a Descendant of
ELEAZAR. (Ezekiel 44: 14- 16)




In the Old Testament, King David set up what are referred to as courses/divisions/rotations of the priests. The scripture below shows how they were
established at the beginning — based on the descendants of Eleazar and Ithamar. It was a number that could increase or decrease over time. In verse 5
you can see that the order of the rotation was also established by “casting lots” (NIV). That word in the Hebrew means “pebbles” (Strong’s, H1486,

?SI:B.org) They were pebbles each with a name on them that were pulled out of a container at random without someone looking at the contents.

historians don’t seem to be too clear on this — | used GOD as my resource.) This was similar to pulling names out of a hat today. Every priest would
serve 7 days for each course and on special feast days all of the priests would serve together. People have tried to claim that the course of Abijah, that
Zacharias was in at the time of Christ’s conception, could be used to determine Christ’s birth date.

Notice in 1 Chronicles 24: verse 3, it says that Zadok is a descendant
of Eleazar. This becomes VERY IMPORTANT FOR LATER.

DETESTABLE PRACTICES. THEY WERE TAKEN OUT OF THEIR PRIESTLY POSITIONS AND DEMOTED
BECAUSE THEY WERE IDOLATERS!

As is true for EVERY FAMILY LINE — the number of descendants can
become LESS OR MORE over time!

When the Israelites came back from Babylon there were problems:

1. Older priests died in the captivity in Babylon.
2. People came back gradually.

3. 1 did a computer search for each of the actual names of the original 24 priests listed in the courses
within 1 Chronicles 24:7-18. | wanted to find out what happened to them AFTER the exile to Babylon. Did
they continue or did a descendant of theirs take their place? So, | also looked for references made to
children who were related to the original priests, because they too could qualify as a priest.

There were 11 priests that were no longer priests which decreased the list to 13.

Some of the original 11 changed jobs, some have no further references after Babylon, some were rejected
for the priesthood because they could not prove that they came from one of the original priests. Ezra 2:58
- 62 says if they couldn’t present their family records, they were considered unclean and excluded from
the priesthood.

61 Also, of the sons of the priests: the sons of Habaiah,
the sons of Hakkoz, and the sons of Barzillai (who had taken a wife
from the daughters of Barzillai the Gileadite, and was called by their
name). ®2 These sought their registration among those enrolled in the
genealogies, but they were not found there, and so they were
excluded from the priesthood as unclean.” (ESV)

Note: “Immer” (ESV) in v.59 in this case is a place that the people
were coming from. It is not the name of a priest.

priesthood as unclean.

. ORIGINALLY THE 12t Course JAKIM (KJV)- No further record.

. ORIGINALLY THE 13t Course HUPPAH (KJV) - No further record.

. ORIGINALLY THE 14t Course JESHEBEAB (KJV) - No further record

. ORIGINALLY THE 17™ Course HEZIR (KJV) - Not shown again as a priest — only shown as a leader of the people.

. ORIGINALLY THE 18t" Course “HAPPIZZEZ” (NIV) - No further record.

. ORIGINALLY THE 19t Course PETHAHIAH (KJV) - Nehemiah 10:23 He committed sin by marrying foreign wives. Nehemiah 11:24 He

served the King - not mentioned as a priest anymore.

. ORIGINALLY THE 20t Course “JEHEZKEL” (NIV) - No further record.

ORIGINALLY 224 Course GAMUL (KJV) - Jeremiah 48:23 Only other record is that judgment has come to Beth Gamul which means the

house of Gamul.

ORIGINALLY 23" Course DELAIAH (KJV) - Explanation given in Ezra 2:60 - 62 as not being able to prove his family records and was

excluded from the priesthood as unclean.



Ezra 2: 1 — 2 English Standard Version

“2 Now these were the people of the province who came up out of the captivity of those exiles whom
Nebuchadnezzar the king of Babylon had carried captive to Babylonia. They returned to Jerusalem and Judah, each to
his own town. 2 They came with Zerubbabel, Jeshua, Nehemiah, Seraiah, Reelaiah, Mordecai, Bilshan, Mispar, Bigvai,
Rehum, and Baanah.” (ESV)

In Ezra 2: 3 — 35 a great big list of all the names and numbers are listed which | am not going to read for you here.

In Ezra 2: 36 — 39 only 4 family names are listed as priests coming back from the captivity in Babylon:

“36 The priests: the sons of Jedaiah, of the house of Jeshua, 973. 37 The sons of Immer, 1,052. 38 The sons of Pashhur,
1,247. *°*The sons of Harim, 1,017.” (Ezra 2: 36 — 39 ESV)

In 1 Chronicles 9: 12 it says “Pashur” is the son of Malchijah who was on the original list (ESV). Remember, people
WERE coming back gradually.

In Ezra 2: 36 — 39 the priests and their families are listed specifically. Now, there are also 4 Jedaiah’s, that | could find
through a computer search, listed in scripture and they each come from different family lines. You ARE going to see
which one is specified here, but in scriptures that will follow the specific family line IS NOT specified. So, each time
that name appears, it IS NOT a duplication of the name, but instead it is a Jedaiah from a different family line. The 4
different Jedaiah’s appearing in scripture are: “son of Jedaiah, son of Shimri,” (1 Chronicles 4:37 ESV), “Jedaiah the
son of Harumaph” (Nehemiah 3:10 ESV) “the sons of Jedaiah, of the house of Jeshua,” (Ezra 2:36 ESV), and “Of the
priests: Jedaiah the son of Joiarib,” (Nehemiah 11:10 ESV)




In the scripture shown below, there are only 23 priests. Zerubbabel WAS NOT a priest and should not be counted. This means
Christ’s birth can never be proven through the courses of the priests, because we have no way of knowing the rotations and what
time of the year they occurred.

Jeshua IS a priest and should be counted.

“high priest after the restoration, son of Jehozadak ” (Strong’s H3442, BLB. org)

The name “Jedaiah” (ESV) appears twice in the list, but as | previously explained it IS NOT a duplication and
SHOULD be counted twice. Which family each of these men are from is not specified in Numbers 12: 1 — 7 or in
the next scripture - Nehemiah 12:12-21 shown on the next slide.

In this list, which in time follows Nehemiah 12:7 (the prior slide)- there are only 21 family line names listed as priests, which means their numbers
DECREASED again. This also means NEW LOTS would need to have been taken. When you see at least 2 names listed on each line, it means the position
of priest is being passed from one person in the family to another, so each line counts as 1. In the case of “...of Miniamin, of Moadiah, Piltai” (ESV) we
read Piltai is replacing 2 individuals. (Nehemiah 12: 17 ESV) and just as a note the Jedaiah that you see in Verse 19 and then the second Jedaiah that
ou_slsetle_ in Verse 21 are not the same person. You can see that the position of priest is being passed to separate individuals, so it’s an entirely different
amily line.

The book of Nehemiah is close to the New Testament chronologically
and no further records are given in the Bible as to the count of the
priests beyond what we have already mentioned.

The prophet Malachi’s book which occurs just before the coming of
Christ, contains REBUKES for the Priests (Malachi 2: 1 — 17) (Malachi
3: 6 — 18) and also foretells of Christ’s coming as the MOST HIGH
PERFECT PRIEST to take their place! (Malachi 3: 1 - 5)

“2 “And now, O priests, this command is for you. 2If you will not listen, if you will not take it to heart to give honor to my name,
says the LORD of hosts, then | will send the curse upon you and | will curse your blessings. Indeed, | have already cursed them,
because you do not lay it to heart.

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The NEXT issue: Did the courses of the priests always begin at the
start of the New Year — in the month Abib — the month in which
Passover occurs? The answer is: No, they did not! How do we know?

When the second temple was dedicated it was dedicated in the
month Adar and the courses of the priests, (however many there
were at the time), were reinstituted then.

For all of you “Moslems” out there, who will soon be converted to Christianity - notice
that even YOUR OWN KINGS TURNED AND BELIEVED in the one TRUE LIVING GOD - the
God of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob and THEY HELPED TO BUILD THE 2N°P TEMPLE TO HIM!
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What is another reason the ORIGINAL courses of the priests can be ruled out?
Let’s look at the first day of creation first!

Genesis 1: 1 - 5 King James Version

“1 In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth.

2 And the earth was without form, and void; and darkness was upon the face of the deep.
And the Spirit of God moved upon the face of the waters.

3 And God said, Let there be light: and there was light.

> And God called the light Day, and the darkness he called Night. And the evening and the
morning were the first day.” (KJV)

So the days ran from DARKNESS TO DARKNESS.



The days of the week began at darkness.

Genesis 1: 1 - 5 English Standard Version

"1 In the beginning, God created the heavens and the earth. 2 The earth was without form and void, and darkness was over the face of the deep. And the Spirit of God was hovering over the face of the waters.

The Days of the Week

3 And God said, “Let there be light,” and there was light. 4 And God saw that the light was good. And God separated the light from the darkness. 5 God called the light Day, and the darkness he called Night. And there was evening and
there was morning, the first day." (ESV)

This Bible concept of days continues through to the present day. How do we know? We know, because the Bible says in this NEW TESTAMENT scripture that any offense should be resolved BEFORE the sun goes down, because a new
day would begin at darkness. IF NOT RESOLVED ON THE SAME DAY, the person would be in sin.

Ephesians 4:26-27 English Standard Version

"26 Be angry and do not sin; do not let the sun go down on your anger, 27 and give no opportunity to the devil."(ESV)

In the Old Testament, at first the months and the days of the week were not named, they were numbered. Then in Exodus 12: 1 - 3 God changed that plan and named the first month of the Year Abib-"Aveeve" in the Hebrew.

(Strong's H24, BLB.org)
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Remember, the days ran from darkness to darkness. The priests served on the Old Testament Sabbaths from Friday
darkness to Friday at darkness right up through Christ's time.

This would mean that the first and last days overlapped like this:

HOW THE COURSES WOULD HAVE RUN IF SOME OF THE ORIGINAL NAMES WERE USED FROM 1 CHRONICLES 24: 7-18

This chart is only shown beginning with the first day of the month as an EXAMPLE of how the months WERE continuous. The courses
of the priests DID NOT always bagin on the 1st day of the first month. The 1st Temple was dedicated in the 7Tth month. (1 Kings 8:2)

SO WHAT DO WE KNOW NOW?

1. 1 Chronicles 24: 1 - 5 says the priests were NEVER based on a set number of

pﬁests. They were based on the number of descendants of Eleazar and
Ithamar.

2. Later, in Ezekiel 44:14-16, God instructed that only the sons of Zadok could be
priests. Zadok was a descendant of Eleazar.

3. The last Biblical record shows a starting date for the courses of the priests as
the third day in the month Adar (Ezra 6: 13 — 18) and we have no way of
knowing whether this was adjusted over time.

4. Since | have already proven that the number of priests actually DECREASED to
21 (Nehemiah 1:12-21) - new lots would need to have been taken which would
completely change the FREQUENCY of each course and WHEN each individual
course occurred.

5. Since NEW lots had to be taken, we have no way of knowing when the Course
orm: Abijah WAS, so Christ’s birth CANNOT be determined through the courses of
the priests.

6. The courses of the priests were continuous — overlapping months and years.
Luke 1: 1-38 has been used IN ERROR in the past to determine when John the
Baptist was conceived and also to determine the conception of Christ, but we
have no way to prove WHEN the course of Abijah was.



We KNOW we can NEVER prove Christ’s birth through the Courses of
the Priests. WE DON’'T NEED THEM! We only need the words that
were spoken out of God’s mouth — those that do not return void -
those that accomplish what HE desires and achieves the purposes for
which HE sent them! (lsaiah 55:11) HIS OWN PROPHETIC WORDS
THAT PROVE THAT THE BIRTHDAY OF CHRIST WOULD FIT INTO GOD’S
NATURAL CALENDAR!



Part 4:

Scriptural Evidence as to WHY God DOES NOT Want a
Holiday called “Christmas” — a Holiday that Includes
Idolatry and That DOES NOT Bring Honor to HIM.




Witchcraft was punishable by death in the Old Testament.
Deuteronomy 18: 10 — 13 New International Version

‘10 Let no one be found among you who sacrifices their son or
daughter in the fire, who practices divination or sorcery, interprets
omens, engages in witchcraft, ! or casts spells, or who is a medium or
spiritist or who consults the dead. 12 Anyone who does these things is
detestable to the LORD; because of these same detestable practices
the Lorp your God will drive out those nations before you. 13 You
must be blameless before the LORD your God.” (NIV)

Exodus 22:18 New International Version
“18“Do not allow a sorceress to live.” (NIV)
...and remember those ARE in the Old Testament.



In 1 Samuel 28: 3 it says Saul had obeyed the Lord by casting all of the “mediums and spiritists
from the land,” but once Samuel dies, and Saul cannot hear the Lord, He disobeys and asks for a
medium to consult Samuel who is dead. (NIV) As a result of this disobedience, He was rejected as
king and replaced by David.

This is why consulting the dead and praying to the dead is such a sin today!

1 Samuel 28: 1 - 7 New International Version

“28 In those days the Philistines gathered their forces to fight against Israel. Achish said to David,
“You must understand that you and your men will accompany me in the army.”

2 David said, “Then you will see for yourself what your servant can do.”
Achish replied, “Very well, | will make you my bodyguard for life.”

3 Now Samuel was dead, and all Israel had mourned for him and buried him in his own town of
Ramah. Saul had expelled the mediums and spiritists from the land.

“19 Now the deeds of the flesh are evident, which are: sexual immorality, impurity, indecent
behavior, 2° idolatry, witchcraft, hostilities, strife, jealousy, outbursts of anger, selfish ambition,
dissensions, factions, 2! envy, drunkenness, carousing, and things like these, of which | forewarn you, just as |
have forewarned you, that those who practice such things will not inherit the kingdom of God.” (NASB)

Also, in the New Testament, those who had previously practiced such things burned their books to get out
of sin.

This is why Harry Potter books and similar genres are an abomination to God.

This is why Paganism within the church is offensive to God. God is NOT honored through lies. The
TRUTH is Christ was born in the month Ziv in the Spring. Everyone should celebrate the nativity of

God is not honored by lying threats made to children like “Santa is watching
and sees what you are doing wrong. He’ll bring you coal instead of presents.”

God is NOT honored by a “magic” sleigh and “magic” reindeer. He is NOT
honored by lies that say that “St. Nicholas” or “Santa” brought the gifts to
children when it really was their parents/others.

God is not honored by telling children lies about hearing “Santa” on the roof
and his coming down the chimney.



Can God give a gift to someone? ABSOLUTELY! He gave His children manna in
the desert! He also instructs people to give gifts to others, but His gifts are
good NOT euvil.

God IS a miracle working God, but He DOESN’T use “magic wands” He uses

MIRACLES! The Apostles NEVER attributed miracles to themselves
they gave God ALL of the glory!

We confess all the times we’ve lied to children
about “Santa Claus,” “Saint Nicholas,” and “Kris Kringle” and have set him up as an idol attributing God like
characteristics to him. We confess all the times we have not honored the TRUTH instead of lies. We confess all the times
and ways we have allowed and insisted that this idolatry be included in our homes/schools/work/churches/and
government settings and condemned those who didn’t participate in it. We confess all of the times we have believed
and followed false belief systems. We confess all the times we’ve used our spirit, soul, and bodies, mind, will, and
emotions in opposition to you - your kingdom, your word, and your will, either knowingly or unknowingly. We
repent, and we renounce, all evil forces that have attached themselves to those sins. We ask that you tear down all evil
strongholds, break every evil yoke, tie, and curse, and cleanse us of all unrighteousness. Lord Jesus Christ, we believe
that you are the Son of God and that you died on the cross to save us from our sins. We believe in your resurrection,
and your resurrection life for ourselves. We ask that you come into our hearts, into relationship with us as our Lord
and Savior. We ask for the baptism of the Holy Spirit, and the baptism by Holy fire. We ask that you guide and direct
us, protect us all the days of our lives, and help us to fulfill YOUR plans for our lives in Christ Jesus.
