Every Vowel Diphthong with 2 vowels
IS ALSO a Digraph. A problem arises
with diphthongs because vowels come
together in MORE THAN just groups
of 2. For example: in the word "beau”
which makes the long Oo sound. We
choose NOT to wuse the term
"diphthong,” because it is VERY
confusing to people. Instead, we group
them all together under one of three
terms: - Vowel and Consonant
Digraphs, Trigraphs, or Quadgraphs.



These are the most common
digraphs, trigraphs, and ct.ladgmphs.
The more familiar you make yourself
with words that have these letters
and sounds and in what words the
do occur, the more vyou will
remember them.

The more you read them, the more
fluent you will become as a reader -
meaning you will read accurately,
smoother, and faster.
